ARTICLE I

Section 1:  Name – Northeast District 4-H Horse Association

ARTICLE II – PURPOSE

Section 1:  To plan, promote, and implement educational programs in the area


       of horse science for Northeast District youth and adult leaders.

Section 2:  To assist in the development of educational activities in horse science


       that will enhance the growth and development of youth.


Section 3:  To stimulate interest in and promote youth programs with horses.

Section 4:  To promote, sponsor and/or implement educational activities and

        events in horse science for youth.

Section 5:  To provide and/or encourage horse science and youth development


        education for volunteer leaders.

Section 6:  To cooperate with the WI State 4-H Horse Association in planning


       and coordinating the State 4-H Horse Association  events.
ARTICLE III – MEMBERSHIP

Section 1:   The Association shall be under the direction and guidance of Wisconsin


       4-H:  Open to all adults regardless of that person’s race, color, creed, re-


       ligion, sex, national origin, disability, ancestry, age, sexual orientation, 

       pregnancy, marital or parental status.  All adult chairpersons, committee heads,

       and project leaders are required to participate in the Wisconsin 4-H Youth


       Protection Program.
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Section 2:   All enrolled 4-H Horse project adult and youth leaders in the Northeast District are 
 
       automatically members of the Northeast District 4-H Horse Association and 
 

       constitutes the voting body.
ARTICLE IV – OFFICERS

Section 1:   Adult District Officers shall be Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, Secretary and 
 
       Treasurer. They shall be elected for a two (2) year term).

Section 2:   Youth District Officers shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Reporter.

ARTICLE V – BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1:  The Board of Directors of the Northeast District 4-H Horse Association


        shall consist of the three (3) Adult District Directors (enrolled Adult


        Horse Project Leaders) and one (1) alternate.
Section 2:  The three (3) District Directors shall serve on the Wisconsin State


       4-H Horse Association  Board. 

Section 3:   Each county may elect up to two (2) delegates and one (1) alternate as Youth


       Representatives on the Northeast District Youth Board.

Section 4:  Elected Northeast District Youth  President, Vice- President and Secretary will 
 
      represent the Northeast District on the Wisconsin State 4-H Youth Horse Association 
 
      Board.  Reporter will serve as alternate.

ARTICLE VI – ADULT ADVISOR

Section 1:   One (1) Adult Advisor shall be chosen to organize meeting with the

        Northeast District Youth Board.

Section 2:   The Adult Advisor must be an enrolled Adult Horse Project Leader.
Section 3:   The Adult Advisor can be, but need not be a director of the Wisconsin


      State 4-H Horse Association.
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ARTICLE VII – AMENDMENTS

Section 1:   The Constitution and By-Laws may be amended by a majority vote of


        members present, provided notice of such amendments shall be given


        two weeks or more prior to the meeting.
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
