 To be eligible to take part in this tournament you MUST be registered as a 4-H Shooting 
     Sports .22 Rifle project member as recognized in your county AND you must have had no 
 less than (5) practice sessions with a 4-H Shooting Sports instructor before competing in this 
 Invitational.

 Only .22 Rifle is allowed.  Iron Sights ONLY allowed – NO telescopic. 
 Wisconsin State .22 Rifle Rules will be followed*

 Rifles must be loaded and fired in a single fashion only. 
 Iron Sights ONLY – NO telescopic 
 Competitors must stand alone at the line of competition. No coach, leader, spotter, or other 

person may accompany or assist the competitor except as approved by the range officer in 
charge of the event. 

 Wisconsin State Air Pellet Rifle Rules will be followed for Air Rifle competition.
