1. The mobility data shared for Crawford County is fairly typical.  In many parts of Wisconsin the equivalent of 50% of the population either moved into or out of the county during any five year period.  What is/can your community do to identify new residents and engage them in the community?
1. Similarly, a large portion of most rural county residents work outside the county where they live.  What factors cause this?  How can the fact that half of the employed residents of Crawford County work outside the county be seen as a potential asset for companies considering expansion or relocation to Crawford County?
1. According to County Business Patterns there were 429 businesses with employees in Crawford County in 2005.  According to Census data on business births and deaths, 54 businesses disappeared, 39 appeared, 108 expanded and 93 contracted between 2005 and 2006. Interesting, but SO WHAT?
