
 Howdy al l ! Ea-
gle Lake, I  don't  even 
know where to star t . I n 
my opinion i t  is one of 
the finest  fisher ies in 
Kenosha and Racine 
County. I  have consis-
tent ly fished this lake 
for  over  a year  now and 
i t  has produced some 
incredible numbers of 
fish for  me. I  wi l l  star t  
with some specifics 
about  Eagle. 

 Eagle Lake is 
located about  3 mi les 
nor th of Kansasvi l le on 
route 75 and Church 
road. Eagle Lake has 3 
boat  launches with the 
main one being at  Ea-
gle Lake Park off of 
Church road. This is a 
pay launch, but  I  be-
l ieve i t  is only about  $6 
to launch here. Make 
sure that  you t r im up 
your  motor  going 
through the main chan-
nel, because water  
depth is only about  1.5 
to 2 feet  deep. Average 
depth of the lake is only 
about  8 feet  with the 
deepest  hole being 11 
feet , r ight  dead center  
in the middle.  
 Eagle Lake is 
mainly composed of 

weed beds and sand. 
The outer  edges of the 
lake al l  have excel lent  
weed beds, whi le the 
middle is most ly one 
big sand bar . Due to 
the weeds, Eagle is fre-
quent ly visi ted by the 
weed harvester  in the 
summer months, but  
this does not  effect  the 
fishing too much. Eagle 
Lake houses several  
species of fish that  
hang out  in these weed 
beds, ranging from 
largemouth bass to 
nor thern pike and wal l-
eye. I  myself have not  
fished too much for  
panfish on this lake, 
but  have been told i t  is 
decent  for  bluegi l l , 
crappie and perch.  
 I  have hi t  this 
lake target ing large-
mouth bass in the weed 
beds, and am com-

pletely sat isfied 
with what  i t  has 
produced. Nor-
mal ly i f you stay in 
about  4 to 6 foot  of 
water  and throw 
white spinner  baits 
or  plast ics you can 
do real ly wel l . A 
fr iend and myself 
have caught  58 

bass in one day, al l  av-
eraging about  3lbs on 
this lake. I  have also 
taken 30+ inch pike 
and 4.5-pound wal leye 
from the lake. On the 
plast ics, you wi l l  have 
to exper iment  with col-
ors, but  anything that  
is dark wi l l  do up unt i l  
about  9 or  10 in the 
morning. After  that  go 
with a l ighter  color  
plast ic worm or  crea-
ture and you should do 
fine. 
 Wel l  that  is 
about  i t  for  Eagle Lake. 
I  am a huge fan of this 
lake and wi l l  frequent  
this lake a lot  this sum-
mer. I  hope to see some 
of you out  on the water . 
Best  of luck to al l  of 
you, be safe, and t ight  
l ines to al l !!

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 Keep your  hooks sharp! 
You wi l l  have bet ter  hookups, 
even on panfish. A sharp hook 
al lows quicker  hooksets, and 
reduces deep hooking. I  

sharpen al l  
hooks, even 
r ight  out  of 
the package. 

 Use a red l ight  when 
gather ing nightcrawlers. Red 
has shor ter  wavelength and 
the nightcrawlers are not  as 
sensit ive to 
i t . 
 

 Watch the birds, Loons 
and other  fish eaters would not

present .
