Located on the Chippewa River, just 1 
mile north of Bruce, WI, Trails End 
Camps' 149 acre wilderness camp is 

the ideal location for 
your group's next 
retreat, conference, 
workshop, 

graduation, family 
reunion, or wedding. The 

camp offers plenty of space for indoor 
and outdoor activities.  Facilities 
include comfortable group cabins 
with a combined capacity of 125 
persons (2 cabins are handicapped 
accessible), a commercial kitchen, a 
dining hall, an assembly hall, a 
modern restroom and shower facility, 
volleyball, basketball, and horseshoe 
courts, a soft ball field, a shooting / 
archery range, an obstacle course, an 
outdoor amphitheater, barbecue pits, 
fire rings, and a swimming area with 
access to the Chippewa River. The 
camp also has miles of nature trails 
that are ready to be explored. Trails 
End Camp may be reserved by the 
day, week, or weekend.  Contact the 
Rusk County UW-Extension Office 
for more information 715-532-2151.

~Camp Guidelines~ 
1. The person signing for the camp will be 

held responsible for any breach of these 
guidelines. 

2. All youth groups shall have adequate 
staff. 

3. Irresponsibility towards the facilities 
may result in denial of further usage of 
the camp. 

4. All groups using the camp and its 
facilities shall leave the grounds, cabins, 
and facilities neat, clean and in a 
condition satisfactory to the caretaker.   

5. Arrival and departure times shall be 
strictly adhered to. 

6. Locking of the gate when groups are 
present shall be arranged by the person 
in charge of the group and the caretaker. 

7. The caretaker, together with the group 
leader, may inspect the cabins at any 
time between 8am – 6pm. 

8. Groups that dismantle or move 
mattresses or beds shall be assessed a 
fee. 

9. No pets shall be allowed in the camp, 
except for educational or medical 
purposes. 

10. No alcoholic beverages are allowed. 
11. No firearms are allowed except for 

educational purposes. 
12. Smoking is not permitted in any 

building, or in the forested areas beyond 
the main camp area. 

13. Campfires are permitted only in 
designated fire pit areas. 

14. All garbage shall be disposed of in a 
lined garbage can.  Containers are 
provided. 

15. Recycling is mandatory at camp.
