Uncontrolled pain is a major national health problem of epidemic proportion, reflecting a troubling and unacceptable gap in the delivery of quality medical care. In 2006, the CDC reported that more than one out of four Americans reported pain lasting longer than 24 hours in the month prior to interview with 42% of those reporting pain lasting longer than a year. In spite of effective treatment for relieving up to 90% of pain being possible, more than half do not receive adequate treatment. Inadequate pain treatment diminishes quality of life and slows recovery for people of all ages and from all walks of life. The elderly, women, children and members of racial minorities are at increased risk for inadequate pain treatment.
