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Teaching Presentations


This section includes PowerPoint presentations and related materials that youth development professionals might use to educate stakeholders and user groups about 4-H Youth Development programming.

The first presentation—The Benefits of 4-H Youth Development Participation—explains 4-H Youth Development programming, the value of non-formal education and research results documenting the benefits of 4-H Youth Development.

Presentation two—How Do I Know If Activities are Positive for Youth?  Elements of Positive Youth Development—clarifies the criteria of positive youth development activities, introduces the critical and essential elements of positive youth development and provides two assessment tools to evaluate youth groups and activities.  This section also includes fact sheets and informational brochures highlighting the elements of positive youth development.

The third presentation—How Do I Know If Activities are Positive for Youth?  The Opportunities and Supports Young People Need—clarifies the criteria of positive youth development activities, but it focuses on the opportunities and supports young people need and provides an assessment of youth programming similar to the Program Activity and Assessment Tool (PAAT).
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
