TIMELINES FOR THE TENURE PROCESS
As probationary faculty members, you are responsible to know your own timeline for the earliest and latest dates to submit your portfolio.  You will find information about the tenure process on the Department of Youth Development website at http://www.uwex.edu/ces/4h/department/ 
If you do not have an official letter in your files stating your tenure timeline, please contact Mary Detra at mary.detra@ces.uwex.edu or call 608-265-9887.

If you have one to three years of experience, check your letter from Mary Detra for your earliest tenure application date.

If you have four to five years of experience, the following website will provide you with the UWEX Faculty Tenure Advisory Committee (FTAC) meeting schedule.  http://www.uwex.edu/secretary/FTAC/   You will need to submit your documents to the Department of Youth Development Standards, Rank and Promotion Committee approximately one month prior to the time when FTAC meets.

Here is a summary of the dates to keep in mind:

By no later than July 1st the candidate should send a letter to the Chair of the Department of Youth Development Standard, Ranks and Promotion Committee requesting to be placed in nomination for promotion to associate professor with tenure. 
Tenure must be achieved (approved by the Board of Regents or the president on behalf of the Board) by the end of the sixth year of UW-Extension probationary faculty employment.
Deadlines to Submit Tenure Documents

September 10—First deadline to submit your materials to Department of Youth Development committee 

October 10—Materials due to Dean’s office for submission to Faculty Tenure Advisory Committee.

November 10—Second deadline to submit your materials to Department of Youth Development committee

January 10—Materials due to Dean’s office for submission to Faculty Tenure Advisory Committee.

January 10—Third deadline to submit your materials to Department of Youth Development committee.

February 10—Materials due to dean’s office for submission to Faculty Tenure Advisory Committee.
