WHERE IS MY CAMPER?


MATERIALS:
(
1 large balloon per person (include adults)

(
1 set of feet per balloon (use heavy poster board) 
(
Sharpie permanent markers (one per person if you can)

(
Sheriff badge (an adult Sheriff is best)

TO DO:
(
Have each person blow up a balloon (not too near the popping stage because balloons have to last, but not too small either because the program needs to be challenging).

(
Tie a knot in the end of the balloon

(
Insert the knotted end of the balloon in the slit between the toes of the balloon feet.

(
Write your name on the bottom of the feet (or if you want to keep reusing the feet again, write your name on the back of the balloon)

(
Draw a face on your balloon - be creative

(
From now on this balloon is known as your camper

(
Name your camper and write the name on the back of your camper(s head.

(
Assign a sheriff and a holding area a closet or car or van works well.

(
All confiscated and dead campers go to the sheriff and are put in holding area.  The holding area is considered the morgue, hospital or a crisis center set up for those campers who were left unattended or killed.

PROGRAM:
(
This camper is your responsibility!

(
You need to take care of him or her at all times!

(
You need to watch your camper at all times!

(
If you(re busy you need to get a reliable baby sitter.

(
The camper goes where you go (if you go to the bathroom the camper goes with you).

(
Know where your camper is at times and make sure he or she is safe and cared for.

(
If you see a camper unattended, neglected or ignored then it is your duty, as a responsible person, to take the camper away and give him or her to the sheriff.

(
The sheriff will have a morgue, a hospital or a crisis center set up for those campers who are left unattended.

(
Once a person loses their camper they will never get him or her back.

(
If your camper popped then you are considered neglectful - your camper is dead!

(
If a camper is in the sheriff(s care then one of the following scenarios has occurred:

(
Drowned - Dead 

(
Fell of a cliff - Dead 

(
Lost in the woods (parents are in the crisis center) - Dying from exposure and thirst

(
Kidnapped by a stranger (parents are in the crisis center)

(
Is injured and trapped somewhere - Dying or seriously injured

(
Has serious injuries - At the hospital they in critical condition

(
Died from neglect 

(
Others

CONCLUSION (at the end of the program talk about the following):
(
Who is missing their camper?

(
Take the missing campers out of the sheriff(s area.
(
Pop those who you have determined died.
(
Talk about how fast it takes for one of these scenarios to occur.
(
Stress the importance of the Counselor-Camper relationship and how they must watch and care for their campers
