REGIONAL INVITATIONAL 4-H HORSE SHOW GUIDELINES
GENERAL RULES—all WISCONSIN 4-H Horse rules apply!!!

· You may use only 1 horse. You may NOT SUBSITUTE a horse for any reason.   

· A horse shown by 2 family members may be used only once in each discipline.  Example 1 Showmanship, 1 English Equitation or Pleasure, 1 Stock Seat or Western Pleasure. This applies to all classes.

· Horses may be ridden by exhibitors only.  Parents/trainers/friends are not permitted to ride.  This rule will be enforced.

· Helmets must be worn whenever mounted or driving a horse at this event with appropriate footwear.  

· All participants must be accompanied by a parent or guardian while at the show, and while staying over night on the show grounds.

· Any exhibitor using alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs or demonstration inappropriate behavior during the show, or while on the show grounds, may be subject to dismissal from the show, forfeiture of any prizes won, and a year’s suspension from the show.

· BEDDING WILL BE SHAVINGS…ABSOLUTELY NO STRAW!

· Trailer/Camping area will be cleaned before leaving or additional fee will be charged to you individually if areas are not clean.

· You must show your original Coggins prior to unloading your horse.  Stall assignments will be given at that time.

· No Parking or unloading in the helicopter pad at any time

ARENA RULES

· Exhibitors must have saddles and bridles on horses, and must themselves have SEI approved Helmets and appropriate boots while riding or driving at all times

· There will be no lunging of horses in the main arena.

· On show days, the arena will be closed for practice riding one hour prior to the start of the show.

· Registration information will be posted in the show office, signs will be posted.

PERSONAL APPOINTMENTS

· Exhibitors should access the current year’s State 4-H Horse Show Guidelines for descriptions of proper attire and tack for all classes.

PONY EXHIBITORS

· For this show, any horse 56” or under is considered a pony, and must be show in the pony classes if offered.  It there is not a pony class in a category, then it would be shown in the class a described by grade level, etc.

ENTRY INFORMATION

· A release form must accompany your entry form.  It must be filled out and signed by a parent or guardian.

· A negative Coggins Test reports for the current year, must accompany the entry form.  You will be asked to show your original form prior to unloading your horse.

STALL INFORMATION

· Stalls will be assigned for horses that are being kept overnight with a reservation.  A master list of the stall assignments will be posted at the show office.  Stalls will be assigned by the show management.  Please do not rearrange tags to reserve stall space, indicate the number of stalls you need on the entry form and include the stall fee of ($25.00/box stall) with your entry.  **THEN make out an  additional  check for $25.00 stall/grounds deposit.  This stall deposit check will be returned if stall or grounds are cleaned, otherwise it will be applied toward the cost of hiring the stalls cleaned.  If you are planning to clean your stall(s), come prepared with forks, shovels, pickers, and wheelbarrows.

· Exhibitors will be required to post emergency information-name and where you can be contacted, either on the grounds or at a motel- on the stall.

· If you wish to “double up” with someone on stall usage, that is up to the parties involved.  You may let someone else use your stall on the night that you are not planning to stay over, but then you make the arrangements and decide who pays for the stall, who cleans the stall, etc…  the show management will not be involved in the arranging “shares”.
