BY-LAWS

ARTICLE 1 – ELECTION OF ADULT DISTRICT DIRECTORS AND OFFICERS
Section 1: The Adult District Directors shall be elected from the enrolled Adult Horse Project


     Leaders at the annual Fall District meeting.  Term of Office shall run from January 1 -
      
     December 31.

Section 2:  The District Directors shall serve on the Wisconsin State 4-H Horse Association 

       Board. Directors shall notify the district alternate of the Northeast District 4-H 
  
       Horse Association if not able to attend a state meeting.  
Section 3:  Terms of the 3 Adult District Directors shall be for three (3) years. One (1) alternate                                                    
        director will be elected for a one (1) year term.

Section 4:  When there is a change in a Director, the person elected cannot be from the same


       county as the remaining elected Directors.

Section 5:  The Board of Directors is empowered to fill vacancies and unexpired terms of 


       officers and directors.
Section 6:   If a District Director or an officer has two (2) consecutive unexcused absences from


       regular scheduled meetings, they can be removed as a District Director or an Officer 

       by a majority vote.

Section 7:   Alternate: The alternate will serve in place of our regular District Director, when the 

          
       elected Director cannot attend a state meeting.
Section 8:   Officers of the Northeast District 4-H Horse Association will be elected by the


       members present at the Fall meeting for a two (2) year term.

ARTICLE II – ELECTION OF YOUTH DISTRICT REPRESENTATIVES AND OFFICERS

Section 1:  Each county elects two (2) enrolled Youth Horse Leaders and one (1) alternate to 

      represent their county at the Northeast District 4-H Youth Horse Association.
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Section 2:  Elected Northeast District Youth President, Vice- President, and Secretary and  
  
      Reporter will represent the Northeast District on the Wisconsin State 4-H Youth   

      Horse Board.  (Reporter will serve as alternate to the state youth board.) A member 

      can serve for two (2) terms in one position, then they can run for a different position.
Section 3:   Northeast District Youth Officers serve a one (1) year term.

Section 4:   Terms shall run from January 1 to December 31.

Section 5:    If a 4-H Youth Leader Officer has two (2) consecutive unexcused absences 


        from regular scheduled meetings, they can be removed as an Officer by a 
        

        majority vote.

Section 6:   If a vacancy occurs for an Officer, the Youth Board of Directors will appoint a new 
 
       youth to fill vacancy of unexpired term.

ARTICLE III – CALENDAR YEAR

Section 1:  A year of this Association shall begin on January 1 and terminate on December 31


      of each year.

ARTICLE IV – NORTHEAST DISTRICT OFFICERS’ DUTIES: ADULT AND YOUTH

Section 1:   The Chairperson shall prepare meeting agenda, preside at all regular and special   


       meetings and perform such other duties as usually attached to the office.

Section 2:   The Vice-Chairperson shall resume the duties of the Chairperson when the latter


        is absent or for other reasons unable to act.

Section 3:  The Secretary shall record minute of all meetings and perform other duties as 

                  necessary.

Section 4: The Adult Treasurer shall receive and disburse funds of the Northeast District

                  4-H Horse Association and shall present financial reports of the District to the 
  
     
      District Officers and Directors for audit and perform other duties as necessary.
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Section 5:   Youth Secretary shall record minutes for the youth, at all meetings of the Northeast


        District 4-H Youth Horse  Association.

Section 6:  The Youth Reporter shall report pertinent news on the actions of the Northeast 

        District 4-H Youth Horse Association to the Adult Officers and Directors and to 

        publicize in publications deemed appropriate.
Section 7:  The Officers of the Northeast District Youth Board, and the Adult Advisor shall 
   
         serve as the Youth Board of Directors.

ARTICLE V – ADULT DISTRICT DIRECTORS DUTIES

Section 1:  -Represent counties comprising his/her district on the Wisconsin State 4-H


       Horse  Association Board.

    - Communicate needs of project and leaders to the Wisconsin State 4-H Horse


       Association Board of  Directors.

     -Communicate and describe actions of the Board of Directors to members and leaders.


     -Promote the development of youth through participation in 4-H Horse and Pony 


       programs.


     -Encourage development and implementation of educational activities to strengthen


      the impact of youth, families, volunteer leaders and community.

Section 2:  Develop guidelines for 4-H Horse and Pony Project related activities.

Section 3:  Provide leadership to plan, coordinate and evaluate the State 4-H Horse 

      Association events.
Section 4:  Evaluate and make recommendations on activities and materials for the youth and


      leaders.

ARTICLE VI – YOUTH REPRESENTATIVES DUTIES

Section 1:  To express the needs of  horse project members and leaders in his/her county to the

       Northeast District 4-H Horse Association.

Section 2:   To communicate and explain the actions of the Northeast District 4-H Horse


        Association to his/her county.
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Section 3:   To express their ideas to the Youth Representatives in the Northeast District so they


        can be brought to the Wisconsin State 4-H Youth Horse Association. 

ARTICLE VII – MEETINGS

Section 1:  There shall be two (2) regular scheduled meetings a year:  March (within the district) 
       
      and November (at the State 4-H Horse Leaders Conference). Additional meetings 
 
     may be called by Board of Directors as needed.
Section 2:   The Youth’s meeting shall be held in conjunction with the Adults’ meeting.
Section 3:   Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern meetings of the Northeast District 4-H


        Horse  Association.
ARTICLE VIII – COMMITTEES

Section 1:  Committees shall be appointed by the Chairperson, as deemed necessary by the 


       Board of  Directors.

Section 2:  The responsibilities of Committees shall be determined by the Board of Directors.

Section 3:  Youth Committees shall be appointed by the Chairperson, as deemed necessary by 


       the Board of Directors.

Section 4:   The responsibility of the youth committees shall be determined by the Board of


        Directors.

ARTICLE IX – NORTHEAST DISTRICT 4-H HORSE FUNDS

Section 1:  All funds shall be used to further the purposes of the Northeast 4-H Horse

                   Association, as determined by the Board of Directors.

Section 2:  If disbanded the funds remaining will go to the Wisconsin State 4-H Horse
