Other association members and youth were present.

Pledges were led by the secretary, Lois Mossholder.

A motion was made by Karen Torgerson to approve the agenda, seconded by Nancy Wakefield, motion carried.

Minutes from the August meeting were reviewed.  Gail Johnson made a motion to accept the minutes, seconded by Nancy Wakefield, motion carried.

President’s Business – Bob Housel handed out plagues to all directors who had completed another 3 year term.

Correspondence – Thank you notes were passed around from states that attended the Eastern National 4-H Horse Roundup.  Also thank you notes were read from members that attended from Sheboygan Co. Educational Teams, Sheboygan Co. Horse Bowl team, and Vanessa Ducaine and Kayla Mercier, a thank you also from Amy Gretzinger and Tara Reynolds from Shawano County.
Treasurer’s Report – Sherry Helmer reported that we have $12270.50 in the checkbook, $58,647.04 in savings, and $7942.41 in MWHF account.  Bills yet to be paid back tags for 2010 with 15% discount, ribbons need to be paid for before the end of the year and $5500 in monies for scholarships needs to be sent in.  We have NSF checks from Expo totaling $225.

Our NSF fee from our bank has increased from $6 to $8. We charge the person $10. Sherry asked if we should raise our fee.  Jean Schultz made a motion to increase our NSF fee to $25, seconded by Gail Johnson, motion carried.

Executive Secretary’s Report -- Two items needed to be brought to our attention and voted on by the board.  First, the death of a grandparent prevented the exhibitor from coming to Expo because the parents didn’t want the child to miss that much school because they had to travel a distance for the memorial service. Gail Johnson made a motion to refund her entry fees, Janice Leonard seconded it, motion carried

The second one was that the parent had lost his job, did find another one, but had no time off to bring the exhibitor to Expo. Sandy Wood made a motion to refund the fees, seconded by Gail Johnson, motion carried.
An update on a forged signature from 2008: a letter of apology was sent to the Wisconsin 4-H Horse Association, to the county, and to the person whose signature was forged.  The person was not allowed to show at Expo this year and the county has put new procedures for entering state events into effect.  No further action is required. 

Linda has received an application from our bank for a credit card.  Previously she had tried to get one for our organization but was no able to.  Marilyn Krueger made a motion that we get this credit card, seconded by Gail Johnson, motion carried.  Linda Pribek and Sherry Helmer would be authorized to use this card.

We were well represented by our youth at the first time ever that 4-H horses participated at Sate Fair.  They were great ambassadors and we were very well received by state fair goers. Wisconsin Equine Fund helped to sponsor this event at State Fair.

 Because of this, we have been invited back for 2010, and the youth will be allowed to stay over one night to take part in the rest of the fair, they will have to find housing away from the fairgrounds, there is no room in the dorms.  This is the tentative schedule; all things will be worked out in a couple of weeks. Showing will be by invitation Monday will be gymkhana (Grand and Reserves) 6:30-9:30 P.M., Thursday will be jumping (Top riders from Jumping Class A and B from Hunt/Dressage Show) 2-5 P.M., and on Sunday will be Trail (best trail riders and horses from Expo.  To become part of State Fair requires a commitment on our part, Joe and Linda Pribek have been hired by State Fair to carry this out, but we need to have someone to take over for them if they would decide to retire. The 4-H commitment is to provide names and addresses of the qualifiers.  Karen Torgerson made a motion to make this commitment, seconded by Heather Marlette, motion carried.
Larry Mar from Wisconsin Equine Practitioners is looking for a place to finances in equine only events.  He is looking at our educational program, really interested in Expo, and not individual funding, and annually possibly $2000 to $5000. 
Wisconsin Expo wrap up:  In 2010 dorm rooms will house 8 instead of 12 persons, room price may increase, but will keep continental breakfast.  Expo was only down 30 exhibitors from 2008. Instead of empty stalls throughout the barns, these were eliminated, giving us more room in the lower level of the double barn for cart storage and more area in the holding area across from the coliseum. 
This issue will be taken back to the Expo committee in January. A written concern has been received regarding the Hunter under Saddle classes grades 6 & 7. Some solutions may be 2 ring stewards, --this is done individually.   Address your concerns to the Executive Secretary, Linda Pribek; association president, Dale Bauer; or secretary, Lois Mossholder; or come to the meeting on Friday night.
UW-Extension Report – Liv Sandberg reported first, Premises ID #’s will be required in 2010. We have no choice in the matter.  This is a Dept. of Ag regulation.  If horse is boarded in Minnesota and comes to Wisconsin, it must follow Wisconsin rules.  This is also required of 4-H and open shows. An entry form not having this number, the exhibitor will not be permitted to show.
Melanie Miller reported on Area Animal Science Days.  Polk Co. will have theirs on June 29, other counties being considered are Grant, Door, and Racine.  They are looking at the last week of June.
Melanie also reported she is working with the treasurer on a QuickBooks financial computer program. 

District Reports – All the districts reported who their new directors and youth were. All updates including addresses and phone numbers are to be given to Linda Pribek before they leave today.

National Horse Leaders Symposium – Nancy Kissel report that the AYLC in Nebraska was a success and that Linda and Courtney Wilkens are busy raising funds for a bus to go Lexington, Kentucky for next year’s conference.  Pre-registration is due in February.  Contact Linda Wilkens for more information. We are members so our rates are cheaper.

Midwest Horse Fair Tack Sale -- Midwest Horse Fair will be April 16-18, 2010 at the Alliant Center in Madison, WI.  4-H Tack Sale is our one fundraiser, volunteers are needed.  We will reimburse your day admission to the Fair if you work 4 hours that day. Please consider helping it is a lot of fun.
