We as an association have sought to enforce the trainer rule this year. However, as the summer has passed, I have been hearing more and more of another problem that we will be seeking a solution for. Problems that have been creeping into county fairs and the 4-H horse shows and demanding our attention is that of sportsmanship. The bigger matter may be is that I am hearing that it is more of a parent issue than that of the kids.


We have all heard of the stories of the parent of a little leaguer attacking the ump at a game and in one instance, I believe there may have been a gun involved. We don’t want and certainly don’t need that degree of intensity in the entire 4-H program-not just this project.


Again, I remind you-this is 4-H. Yes, winning is and should be important, but 4-H is more about learning, and the process to winning. Let us not lose our focus. I will restate a previous statement, I will say again, if winning is more important to you than following the rules, you may want to seek a different venue to display your talents.”
