®© Time limit is 10 minutes per position. 5-minute Sight-In — Prone Position only. .
© Targets: Pellet Air Rifle - standard NRA Ar-5/10.
.22 Rifle - standard NRA Al7
®© Rifles must be loaded and fired in a single fashion only.
® Iron Sights ONLY — NO telescopic
® Competitors must stand alone at the line of competition. No coach, leader, spotter, or other person

may accompany or assist the competitor except as approved by the range officer in charge of the
event.

®© Wisconsin State Air Pellet Rifle Rules will be followed for Air Rifle competition.
Wisconsin State .22 Rifle Rules will be followed for .22 Rifle competitions.
