Examples: large/small 
mammals, upland game birds, reptiles, insects, backyard birds, waterfowl, and raptors, animal families (mom, dad, baby, or group 
names. You may need to identify these from tracks, furs, skulls or pictures as well as their homes/habitat and foods, management 
practices, etc. WI trees/leaves, wildflowers, and weeds identification. Hunting regulations – ethics and activities. Other related 
topics: orienteering, compass readings, determining distances, directional map questions, picture questions.
