Requirements

1. Must be an enrolled 4-H member in good standing in grades 9-13 at the time of application.

2. All applicants must audition either in person or by submitting a 3-5 minute DVD/VHS highlighting
your abilities as a singer, dancer, choreographer or instrumentalist. Auditions are scheduled for
January 28 at 3 pm at Upham Woods in the Wisconsin Dells.

Must be mature and responsible.

Must have strong theatre arts skills.

Past attendance at a Wisconsin 4-H & Youth Conference preferred.

Must be able to participate in the all State Group Planning weekend, from 6 p.m. Friday,
March 30 through 6 p.m. Saturday, March 31.

Must be able to participate in the 2012 Wisconsin 4-H & Youth Conference full time from
1:00 p.m., Wednesday, June 20, through noon, Thursday, June 28.

8. Must be able to participate at the Wisconsin State Fair, August 2-6, 2012.

1. Participate in a weekend orientation and training at Camp Upham Woods, March 30-31, 2012.

2. Attend all State 4-H Group face-to-face orientation Thursday afternoon at 1 p.m. on June 21,
2012.

3. Participate in any scheduled Showcase Singers trainings during conference.

4. Develop 4-H Youth Conference Showcase Singers Performance to be presented to participants
during the conference evening assembly on June 27, 2012.

5. Maintain decorum in all university settings at all times.

6. Participate in program evaluations at end of conference.

3. Advance your skills as a singer, dancer, choreographer or instrumentalist.
