5. All photos submitted must be 8x10 and unframed/ unmatted. 

6. Titles or captions are encouraged and will be placed on the calendar. 

7. All photos will be judged on quality, clarity, and composition.  The 

bird(s) should be the main subject. 

8. All entries become property of the Wisconsin Youth Poultry Program 

and may be reproduced. 

9. Final entry date for the photos is September 18. The photos must be 

postmarked by this date or they will not be considered. The photos 

will be on display at the Wisconsin International Poultry Show 

10. All the entries must have an entry form taped to each entry.
