STATE LIVESTOCK QUIZ AND SKILLATHON CONTEST

1. The state quiz and skillathon contest consists of both individual and team events.  Individually contestants will take a quiz (multiple choice, fill in the blank, etc..), and do skillathon stations such as, identifying equipment, breeds of animals, etc..  There is also a team problem that all members assist in solving.  These events will be timed.  Anticipate 10 mins./station for individual events & 20 mins. for the team event.
2. Teams must consist of three or four members.  In teams in which there are four members, all will compete, but the member receiving the lowest overall score will be automatically declared the alternate.  The scores of the alternate will not be included in any of the team totals, but will be considered in making all individual awards.  Teams consisting of three members will have no alternate and all members’ scores will count in determining individual and team awards.  

3. Team members must be enrolled in 4-H and must be made from a county team.  There can be numerous teams from one county.  FFA teams can compete (have to be a chapter team), however are not eligible to attend the National Contest.  It is a 4-H eligibility contest. 
4. There are two divisions:  4-H team members must be at least 14 years of age on January 1, 2009 and not have had their 19th birthday before Jan. 1, 2009.  4-H Junior team members must be 8-13 years of age.
5. Youth who compete at the National Contest are ineligible to compete in the state quiz and skillathon contest again, unless that team doesn’t compete at the National 4-H contest, in which case they could compete again at the state contest.
6. For some reason the first place team can’t attend the national contest, the second place team will go in it’s place.

7. The entry fee is $8/person, which includes the youth buffet.  Coaches can have the $8 picnic buffet or the $12 two meat dinner.
8. Registration will begin at 8:30 a.m. with the contest starting promptly at 9 a.m. with awards being presented at the noon luncheon.  Teams will be on their way home before 3:00 that afternoon.

9. Top placing teams and individuals will receive awards.  
10. The winning 4-H team represents Wisconsin at the National 4-H Skillathon Contest, held in the fall in Louisville, KY.
