Bioenergy - Bioeconomy Team - The emergence of the bioeconomy, and its focus on energy development from Wisconsin agriculture in 
particular, has significant ramifications for the economic and environmental well-being of the state. Wisconsin has benefited from the growth 
of industries developing food crop based biofuels (mostly corn ethanol and soy diesel). Likewise, a number of promising technologies for 
generating ethanol and other fuels from cellulose are currently in the pilot stage, and Wisconsin has the potential to be one of the nation’s 
big winners in the emerging cellulosic fuel economy. However, the implications of increased biofuel development for agricultural, rural and 
urbanizing regions of the state are enormous. The Bioenergy - Bioeconomy Team brings together county faculty and statewide specialists 
from the CNRED and ANRE program areas to develop outreach programs addressing the opportunities and challenges posed by 
Wisconsin’s bioeconomy. 

 

Current Initiatives 

The Team is organizing an joint CNRED-ANRE in-service training: Extension Programming in the  Bioeconomy. The In-Service will take 
place on October 23, 2007 at Chula Vista Resort, Wisconsin Dells. Both CNRED and ANRE county faculty and specialists are encouraged 
to attend.
