We would like to encourage all of you to participate in the 2008 ME  Process—don’t be afraid to try this!  It’s a great opportunity to let yourself shine through your written and oral communication skills.  If you’re interested in award trips, conferences, and Key Award, this is how you become eligible!  

Included in this mailing you will find all the necessary forms to apply.  They include:

· 2008 Barron County 4-H Award Trip Preference Sheet

We know people get nervous when it comes to interviews, but don’t worry—the interview process is not difficult.  You need only to be yourself and tell us what you’ve learned, how you’ve improved your skills, and how you’ve become a better person through your work in 4-H.  
A panel of judges from the 2008 Barron County 4-H Trips Committee will be conducting the interviews and making the final selection decisions.

Some things the judges will consider: 

1) Evaluation form—

· Did you seriously think about the questions and answer them to your best ability?

· Did you tell the reader how you see your skills within your project and leadership being useful today and in future years? 

· Did you write your essays in the best penmanship/neatest type? 

· Did you use correct grammar? 

2)  Interviews—

· Did you appear comfortable in the interview? (body language, smile, eye contact, not fidgeting, good posture)

· Did it appear that you practiced discussing your projects and leadership abilities prior to the interviews?  (smooth responses)

· Did you speak with good grammar and answer the questions you were asked?

· Did you dress in appropriate clothing to convey your professionalism and leadership?

·  Did you introduce yourself at the beginning and did you thank the judges for their time following the interview?
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As you can see, you are getting a chance to practice using life skills YOU WILL USE when you go out looking for jobs and apply for further schooling.  Use these short interviews to build up your skills!  Even if you don’t happen to receive a trip or award, you’ll still be successful in the pride you should take in just trying this!
