Ninety-nine percent of the 

influenza-like illness circulating 

is H1N1.  Influenza activity is 

high in Barron County.  Every 

school district in Barron 

County is reporting increased 

absenteeism, some more than 

double from Friday.  Barron 

County Urgent Care Facilities 

are busy.  Barron County    

hospitals and nursing homes 

are asking that you do not visit 

patients if you have any     

symptoms of influenza.  School 

districts are actively screening 

students and sending them 

home if sick. 

 

The vaccine is just becoming 

available.  For now: 

1. Healthcare providers and 

public health urge you to    

remain home if you show any 

signs or symptoms of influenza

-like illness – fever, cough, 

headache, body aches and in 

some cases vomiting and    

diarrhea.  You should remain 

home for 24 hours after the 

fever is gone without taking 

medications. 
H1N1 is spread by air droplets 

so cover your mouth when 

you cough or sneeze and wash 

your hands frequently and 

keep your hands away from 

your face.  This virus also   

remains active on inanimate 

surfaces for up to 8 hours so 

wipe down counters and door 

knobs frequently.
