The Story of the Traveling Quilt

In 2003 a young group of kids, mostly based from the
Mill Creek Valley, decided to start a new 4-H club.
One of our first group activities was to create a 4-H
atmosphere where we could hold our meetings. The
kids were encouraged to design something on one of
the blank walls at the Alma Vet Clinic where we
decided to hold our meetings. They painted pictures
on the wall of their favorite thing that connected them
with 4-H. Some of the pictures were of animals,
flowers, machinery, food, and many other 4-H related
activities that you see at the Buffalo County Fair.

On October 5, 2008 the Mill Creek 4H group decided to make a traveling wall quilt after their
meeting. The idea stemmed from the original wall art piece that they created in 2003 at one of
their first Mill Creek 4-H meetings. This time they each painted a quilt square of their favorite
4-H activity. One of the Project Leaders from the club is going to sew them together to make
the quilt. Ties will be added to the top to be able to display the finished traveling wall quilt
where ever future meetings will be held.

During this activity the kids learned how to work together to create a finished project that they
could proudly display and say they were a part of. The older kids encouraged the younger kids
to put their thoughts into art as well as help them paint. Even when the older kids made a
mistake, it was recognized by all that it was okay to make mistakes as long as you learn from it.

The kids enjoy these activities. We are able to do these types of activities because our group
works together to have an attentive and productive meeting. This allows them to spend the
majority of their time doing fun things together.

World Citizenship Award

Recently, Annie Lisowski, Buffalo County 4-H &
Youth Development Educator received the
World Citizenship Award from the National
Association of Extension 4-H Agents (NAE4-
HA). The national plaque is awarded to one
individual who is both a regional and state
winner. The national award recognizes
excellence in Extension programming that
provides opportunities for youth to develop a
"world viewo.

The F.I.V.E. (Finding Interesting Varieties
Everyone) Multicultural Awareness Program,
developed by Annie, aims to increase youthd
awareness of a variety of cultural identities and
foster relationships with members of diverse
audiences while exhibiting empathy for
individuals unlike themselves. Youth learn to
recognize and discuss how individuals are
ethnically, racially, and culturally different than
themselves and to provide youth the
opportunity to develop critical life skills like
communication, empathy, self-esteem, and
independence. Additionally, youth gain practice
in accepting differences, worked in groups
contributing to their cooperation skills, and
through discussion built critical thinking skills.
As part of the experience, youth attended the
Science Museum in Minnesota and the Mall of
America, ate ethnic food, and presented their
new knowledge and skills to their parents when
they returned home. Five youth participated in a
similar FIVE diversity trip to Milwaukee in
