• Involve others in planning, problem solving, and decision-making. 

 
2. Build capacity among those you work with; they will be tomorrow's leaders. 

• Think towards the future.  But accept slow changes; slow and steady will win the 
race. 

• Collaboration is better than competition over the long term. 
• The shortcut most often turns out to be the long cut in the long run. 

 
3. Avoid thinking in right/wrong or good/bad terms; most all decisions involve many 

issues. 
• Keep egos out of it. 
• Most decisions are multi-valued, depending upon the situation. 
• Almost every situation can be analyzed properly, but they need to be viewed from a 

variety of perspectives. 
 
4. Influence for the future, rather than the present or the past. 

• Develop a common vision with others - solve problems in the future. 
• Create a shared sense of identity and responsibility.

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Calumet County Family Living Programs 
 
Families are Calumet County’s most valuable natural resource.  UW-Cooperative Extension Family Living 
Programs help families thrive in a rapidly changing world.  Backed by research, Faden Fulleylove-Krause, 
Family Living Educator, works with our families and communities to promote family strengths and help 
communities become positive environments for family life. 
 
Family Living Programs in Calumet County educate families so they are capable of preventing the problems 
faced by some families in today’s society.  This education is an investment in the future.  Fixing or remediating 
family problems–counseling, legal costs, incarceration–are socially and emotionally expensive.  Family Living 
Programs provide a basis for continued success as families make sound decisions and take responsibility for 
their lives. 
 
UW-Extension Family Living Programs are available in a variety of formats:  presentations, newsletters, 
brochures, programs, satellite downlinks, leader trainings, workshops, news releases, and personal 
consultation.  Family Living Programs teams up with many community partners to provide educational 
programs, organizations like Calumet Association for Home and Community Education, Child Support, Fox 
Cities Financial Educational Resource Network, and the Senior Family Fest Steering Committee. 
 
 
Working to Strengthen Individuals, Families, and Communities 
 
• Thriving with Your Spirited Child  
 

Parents are seeking parenting strategies to help them raise healthy, responsible children who are living up 
to their fullest potential.  Parents of “spirited children” also seek this; however, they find their efforts 
complicated because of the temperament(s) of their children.  In collaboration with two colleagues, Faden 
Fulleylove-Krause, Calumet County Family Living Educator, developed and taught this curriculum.   
 
In Calumet County, this project was presented to the following groups: 
 
1) Volunteers for Big Brothers/Big Sister of the Fox Valley 
2) Head Start parents 
3) Parents from the Hilbert School District  
4) Parents from the Sunrise Elementary School, Darboy  
5) Adult Young Family volunteers from the WI Association for 

Home and Community Education (HCE). 
 

In all, 115 individuals participated in this free program.  After attending 
the class, parents demonstrated an understanding of the temperament 
traits when they were able to identify which temperament traits were 
most problematic with their child.  From the evaluation, 95 percent of 
the parents indicated they realized “that changing my perception is the 
first step to thriving with my spirited child” and “the importance of 
observing or watching for triggers in my child’s behavior.” 

 
At Sunrise Elementary School, this topic was so engaging that parents continued attending a total of five 
more sessions in the 2002 and 2003 school year on temperaments.  With support from UW Family Living 
Education, the curriculum was placed on the web at <http://www.uwex.edu/ces/flp/curriculum/spiritedchild/>. 
 
Calumet County residents have access to the classes that in the public would require a $25 per session fee, 
a value of almost $3,000 for the 115 participants.

• Senior Family Fest 
 

A new partner, Calumet Area Community Health Foundation (CACHF), was 
added to the fourteen other agencies/organizations that plan and implement 
the Senior Family Fest.  CACHF granted the Fest $2,000.  The contributions 
of the other sponsors are approximately another $2,000.  The volunteer 
steering committee members contribute another $1,000 of in-kind services.  
 
Senior Family Fest is free to the public and was held at the Brillion High 
School on June 13 with about 325 participants.  This year boasts 31 
exhibitors (the largest number in the Fest’s history), six workshops, and a keynote speaker.  Six free health 
screenings were administered to 193 individuals (market price for these health screenings was $4,735).  
Additional attractions at the Fest were entertainment provided by the Brillion Swing Choir, the always-
popular games and contests, and the Intergenerational Poster and Writing Contest winners (300 
participants). 

 
• Better Kid Care 
 

Six two-hour satellite programs were offered to area childcare 
providers.  The program originates from Penn State Cooperative 
Extension with Jim Horn as moderator/designer.  Wisconsin registry 
hours are granted for attending these programs, which meet the 
licensing renewal needs of the child care providers.  Twenty-five 
contacts were made during this series.  The market value of this 
program is $500.  The value this program brings to families and 
employers are well-educated, happy childcare providers, a priceless 
resource for Calumet County. 

 
 
Working to Strengthen Families’ Economic Security 
 
• Get Checking 

 
Family Living Educators in Calumet, Outagamie, and Winnebago Counties continue with Get Checking 
development in the Fox Valley.  Working with the Consumer Credit Counseling Service and eight financial 
partners, ten certificates of completion were issued in 2002 for program participants.  Childcare at the 
sessions was made available through a grant arrangement with the Safe and Stable Families program in 
Outagamie County. 
 
When families do not have checking accounts, their average yearly cost to cash checks and pay bills is 
about $400.  These families, if rehabilitated and returned to mainstream financial institutions, would save 
this amount annually.  It’s a moderate estimation that 15 percent of the Fox Valley is “unbanked” (52,000 
people).  If Get Checking rehabilitated 25 percent of the unbanked, the economic impact for the community 
in terms of money moving through the banking system is $250,000,000. 
 

• Stepping Up to the Plate and First-Time Home Buyer Budgeting 
 
Budget education is provided to Calumet County residents through these two programs.  Stepping Up to the 
Plate is offered in collaboration with Child Support.  Individuals who have gotten in arrears with their child 
support payment attend this 9-week course to improve their life skills.  UWEX Family Living Programs 
presents the essentials of budgeting. 
 

The Lakeshore CAP Agency requires Calumet County participants in their Home Buyers Program to receive 
budget counseling.  UWEX Family Living Programs is one of several agencies working with Calumet County 
residents to budget for a home for this program.

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CONSUMER INFORMATION 
 
Credit Card Costs Increasing 
 
Consumer Action's 2002 National Credit 
Card Survey found most companies are 
increasing the cost you pay in the following 
ways.  How does your credit card company 
compare? 
 
Minimum monthly payment:  Nearly half 
require you to pay only 2 percent of your 
outstanding balance each month; another 
fourth require 2 to 2.5 percent as the 
minimum payment.  Since many people 
only pay what's required, a low minimum 
means you will pay hundreds of thousands 
of dollars in interest over the years it takes 
to pay off the balance. 
 
Introductory rates:  Three of four card 
issuers offer lower "teaser" APRs (annual 
percentage rates) to new cardholders.  The 
average introductory interest rate on 
purchases is 3.63% and the average for 
transferred balances is 3.93%.  Most of 
these offers stay in effect for 6 months. 
 
Cash advances:  Two-thirds of cards 
charge higher interest rates for cash 
advances—an average of 19.27% 
compared to 11.73% for purchases.  Cash 
advances begin accruing interest 
immediately, even for cardholders who pay 
off their balances in full. 
 
Late fees:  Nearly three-fourths of card 
issuers will hit you with a late fee if your 
payment is not received on the due date.  
Late fees range from $10- to $35, with half 
charging $29. 
 
Penalty APRs:  If you don't pay on time, 
late fees are not the only punishment you 
face.  Three-fourths of cards charge a 
higher penalty interest rate for customers 
who make one or more late payments. 

 
Risk-based rates:  A growing number of 
credit card issuers will not quote a firm 
APR until they have screened the 
applicant's credit history.  This practice 
allows them to charge a higher rate to 
high-risk borrowers.  Only direct-mailed 
pre-screened applicants get a firm APR 
before applying.

Homemakers' Creed 
Prayer Set to Music 
 
For nearly a third of a 
century, women in 
Homemakers' clubs all across 
Wisconsin have opened their monthly 
meetings with the words of the 
Homemakers' Creed.  But, few of them 
remember that these pieces were written 33 
years ago by 2 housewives who submitted 
them in a contest and tied for the $25 prize.  
Nor do they know that today they are the 
lyrics of 2 beautiful songs.  The contest was 
promoted by the Wisconsin Agriculturist and 
Farmer.  The town authors were Mrs. John 
Meise and Mrs. James Hutton. 
 
Mrs. George Kadonsky's accomplishments 
in vocal studies and talent in choral directing 
and composing gave her the combined 
qualities of a songwriter.  But, if a friend had 
not suggested it she might not have thought 
to work around these particular lyrics. 
 
Mrs. Kadonsky was impressed by the 
number of Homemakers groups that 
incorporated the prayer and the creed into 
their meetings "but the women had not 
memorized them."

It took 3 years of cautious procedures and 
applications to acquire the proper copyrights 
to achieve publication.  A portion of the 
proceeds goes to the Blanche L. Lee 
Scholarship Fund.
