How will the
C€hildren in the
Middile program help
me and my family?

The Children in the Middle program
teaches participants about the effects
of divorce and how parents can help
themselves and their children cope
better during this stressful transition.
Parents learn how to co-parent so
that everyone in the family recognizes
how children are put in the middle.
Parents also learn communication
skills that can help their children lead

happier, less stressful lives.

While this course is primarily
designed for divorcing parents, the
skills also apply to parents who are
co-parenting a child. Any parent may

attend.

How does the
€Children in the Middle
program work?

Parents will attend two group
sessions of two hours each for a
total of four hours of class on
Wednesday evenings. You must
attend both classes within the
same month.

the course.
