Dear 4-H Families, 
 

“Why be an active citizen?” 
 

Active citizenship is an important part of effective and harmonious coexistence. 
The reasons for that may not be obvious right away, but they are meaningful after 
all. Everybody expects to be given certain rights in a community. In order to enjoy 
those rights, however, fulfilling certain responsibilities is expected from YOU in 
return! This makes an active citizen one who balances their rights and 
responsibilities and acts according to both of them. 
 
A problem with this idea is that our rights are usually well-defined in law, whereas 
our social charges are not. So what are those responsibilities we have to our 
society? 
 
One thing certainly is that we need to make informed decisions about our lives and 
our communities. In 4-H, kids “pledge their heads to clearer thinking” and 
therefore promise to act according to this ideal. Throughout the 4-H year, they 
learn a lot about their projects and about their communities and 4-H volunteers 
help impart this knowledge. This way, 4-H helps Americans of all ages and all over 
the country to become active citizens! 
 
Another important thing we need to do is make sure that others, too, will be re-
engaged as active citizens. 4-H’ers who bring their friends to 4-H and show them 
the great things 4-H has to offer are taking a big step in that direction. Many 
families don’t know much about 4-H or don’t understand what it really means, so 
promoting our program and letting others know what it is all about is always 
helpful! 
 
After all, active citizenship is about participation on whatever 
level is possible for you. Even small steps will eventually help 
change the big picture! So don’t be discouraged if something 
doesn’t turn out the way you planned. Either way you will 
have learned something from it. And this, after all, is an 
important part of being an active citizen!

Does your 4-H club have a great idea for a community 
service project?  The Wisconsin 4-H Foundation, in  
partnership with We Energies, through the Wisconsin 
Energy Foundation, is now accepting Community 
Service Grant applications. 
 

The 4-H Community Service Grant Program is looking 
to support 4-H clubs’ community service projects that 
are… 
• Determined by and led by youth, with support 

from adults, 
• Have a lasting and positive impact on the

Your club can ask for as little as $50 and up to 
$500 for your community service project, however, 
the grant cannot cover the entire cost of a project.

Knit One, Save One 
 

In 2006, Save the Children, in partnership with 
Warm up America Foundation 
launched a campaign called Caps to 
the Capital. Almost 25,000 knitters 
and crocheters made caps for 
newborns in developing countries and 
wrote letters to the President to call 
for greater leadership and funding for 
newborn and child health. 
 

Due to the overwhelming success of this campaign, 
Save the Children and Warm Up America are re-
launching this effort in a campaign called KnitOne, 
Save One: www.savethechildren.org/knitonesaveone 
 

This campaign is a grassroots initiative asking 
knitters and crocheters to make a cap to help warm 
newborn babies around the world. In 2008, we are 
hoping to double our previous impact by engaging 
50,000 knitters and crocheters to make 500,000 
caps! 
 

Each year 2 million children die the day they are 
born. Over 9 million children—one every three 
seconds—die annually from preventable causes. 
99% of these deaths take place in the developing 
world. 1 in every 6 children in sub-Saharan Africa 
still fails to reach their 5th birthday. Many parents 
even resist naming a baby during the first 6 weeks 
of life because they fear the child will not survive. 
 

Knit One, Save One offers an opportunity for 
crafters to use their time and creativity to make a 
difference in the lives of a newborn and family. In 
addition, anyone can take action beyond making a 
cap to take part in the larger effort to reduce 
newborn and child mortality. 
• You can write a letter to the President-elect 
calling for increased support and resources for child 
health initiatives. You can host an event to raise 
awareness of the challenges that babies face and to 

make caps with friends, family and community 
members. 
• You can also donate to the Better Beginnings for 
Babies Kit which contains items to improve hygiene at 
delivery and promote proper care of newborns. This 
kit will be paired with a hand-made cap, knitted or 
crocheted by one of our caring participants in the Knit 
One, Save One campaign.  Your cap can save a life, 
your voice can help us save millions more!
