4-H LEADERS SCHOLARSHIPS

The Grant County Leaders Association will annually set aside the interest from a
designated Certificate of Deposit to be used to award one or more scholarships, each in
the amount of $250 or more. The amount of the scholarship(s) will be dependent upon
the rate of interest earned by the CD for that year. The amount of the scholarship(s)
will be approved annually by the Executive Committee. The Leaders Association may
decide to add funds to increase the money available for the scholarship(s).

Any Grant County individual active in 4-H for at least three years is eligible to apply for
the Leaders Scholarship(s). This includes current and former 4-H members and
certified leaders. Preference will be given to certified 4-H leaders.

Applicants must be enrolled in a two or four year post-secondary school.

Applications for the scholarship will be due December 1* . Scholarship(s) will be
awarded upon receipt of proof of completion of a minimum of one semester and proof
of continuing enroliment.

Applicants will be required to submit to the Leaders Association Executive Committee
an essay telling about their 4-H involvement, with particular emphasis on their
leadership roles at all levels, their educational goals and how they intend to continue to
contribute to the 4-H program in Grant County.
