Wisconsin River 
The Wisconsin River flows 430 miles across the state from Lac Vieux Desert in northern 
Wisconsin to it’s junction with the Mississippi River at Wyalusing State Park. The 
southern 92 miles of the river are attractive for family outings as there are no dams to 
portage.

Woodman 
 Off Hwy 133 2½ miles west of Woodman 
 
 

Platte River  
Navigable from Ellenboro to the Mississippi River.  Frequent changes from quiet water 
to rapids (Class I).  Eleven access points. 
 
 
Mississippi River 
The Mississippi River is not a traditional canoeing river because of its traffic and 
currents, but it is good for higher powered boats. 
 
Cassville 
Riverside Park Boat Landing 
 Hwy 133 to Crawford St 
McCartney 
 Off Hwy 133 between Cassville and Potosi at the west end of Cty. N

Winds through deep valleys bounded by rocky ledges and high bluffs.  Frequent rapids 
(class I), but minimal portaging.  Wide variety of wildlife and timber.  Sixteen access 
points.
