Fall is an excellent time to grow many vegetabtgpsr During this season the gardener
can take advantage of cooler temperatures and pheméful moisture. Some vegetables
for a late-season garden include: beets, broawathhbage, carrots, cauliflower, snap
beans, leaf lettuce, spinach, kohlrabi, and sunsgeash. For more precise planting
schedules determine the average date of the filisigkfrost. Then count back words
using the number of days to maturity for the calts/you want to grow to determine the
last feasible planting date.

Some gardeners believe that Brussels Sprouts gebelter if the lowermost six to eight
leaves are removed from the sides of the stockeasprouts develop. Others suggested
that this is not an essential practice. If dom@, or three additional leaves can be
removed each week, but several of the largestitiesld, fully expanded upper leaves
should always be left intact on top to continualfeg the plant. About three weeks
before harvest, the plants may be topped (the gigpwdint removed) to speed the
completion of sprout development on the lower steea.

Iris leaf spot is a common fungus disease. Tls¢ &vidence of this disease is the
appearance of small brown spots with water soakadjims near the leaf tips. During the
early part of the season, these spots are not cmasgs, but after blooming, the spots
enlarge rapidly, and may cause death of the leaf he tip back. It is more common
during wet seasons. Moisture on leaves and highidity present favorable conditions
for fungal infection. Remove and destroy spottedaad plant material, especially in the
fall, to reduce the number of spores availablarftection the following spring. Plant iris
in full sun and space at least 8 inches apart.eUsevere disease conditions, a fungicide
spray program is recommended using four to sixyspoda fungicide containing
chlorothalonil (e.g. Daconil 2787), mancozeb (€&gre, Dithane, or Penncozeb), or
trifloxystrobin (e.g. Compass) starting when thavies are 4 to 6 inches high and repeat
at 7 to 10 day intervals.

Poison sumac is a close relative to poison ivy,é@x because it grows in swamps,
bogs, depressions, and other wet sites, humanatastass likely. It can also be found

in acidic pine woods and shady hardwood forestke poison ivy, it has a severe contact
poison that causes extreme inflammation, swellmdyitching in susceptible individuals.
Poison sumac has leaflets with smooth edges arté ¥vhit in long loose clusters. It can
be confused with other non-poisonous plants inadgdimooth sumac and winged sumac.
Both of these nonpoisonous plants have red fruat @ompact cluster. Smooth sumac has
leaflets that are toothed and winged sumac hag \eafys along the leaf stock.
