During the 2007-08 school year, youth participating in the “After the Bell” program at the Prairie
River Middle School have completed several service projects. These have included making dog
and cat treats for the Humane Society, “Pillow Patrol” project where youth made pillowcases
and stuffed them with toys that were given to HAVEN for distribution to youth throughout the
county, writing holiday cards to area reserve members serving our country, knitting infant hats to
donate to Aspirus Birthing Center, and sewing “rice hot packs” donated to Harbor House to be
used by their residents. Youth will be finishing up one additional service project with the
leadership of the 4-H Ambassadors to increase recycling efforts through area schools. Giving
back to the community is an important aspect of programming offered at the “After the Bell”
program. Through these efforts youth involved are able to identify needs in the community,
what they can do, become connected to the community and feel good about the projects they
have completed.
