He especially enjoyed working with the Wisconsin Valley Fair and the Junior Fair dairy
exhibitors.

This award recognizes 4-H Dairy project members who participate in the Wisconsin Valley Junior Fair. Those
honored will receive a plague and gift of money in recognition of their outstanding achievement in the dairy
department. Achievement will be determined based on project quality, showmanship, participation in dairy
judging, and general knowledge of dairy. Recognition will be at the Awards Ceremony held on Sunday of the
fair.

Eligible recipients are grades 5-13; active members of a Marathon County 4-H club; enrolled in a4-H Dairy
project; and exhibitors at the Wisconsin Valley Fair. Thisaward is presented to each recipient on a one time
basis. Previous award winners are not eligible to compete for recognition.

Applicants will complete an award form, and submit it to the UW-Extension Office by July 1. In addition,
applicants will participate in an interview process to be held during the Wisconsin Valley Fair.

The award will consist of the following:
» Individual plague to be given to the recipient at the Wisconsin Valley Fair
» $50.00 Cash Award and recognition in the Wausau Daily Herald

the award, to be displayed in the UW-Extension Office.
