2006 West Central Wisconsin Dryland Sand Corn Hybrid Trial

There are many acres of non-irrigated sand and loamy sand textured soils in west central Wisconsin that farmers grow
crops on every year. Because most hybrid trial information comes from trials that are grown on soils with high yield
potential, growers expressed interest in seeing data from trials grown on soils similar to theirs. The UW Extension Agents
in Jackson, La Crosse, Monroe and Trempealeau Counties conducted a hybrid trial on these soils to provide some of this
information to farmers. Trials were on-farm strip trials sized to the cooperating farmer’s equipment. Trials had 2
replications at each location except the Jackson county location due to field size limits. Cooperating farmers used their
usual management practices on the plots. All yields were measured with weigh wagons. All yields are corrected to 15.5
% moisture.
