SOME THINGS TO HELP YOU CHOOSE 

CHILD CARE 
 

 

1. MAKE AN APPOINTMENT with more than one child care center 

director/family day care provider and visit their centers. 

 

2. TALK WITH THE DIRECTOR about daily routines, meals and snacks, and 

staff qualification.  Does the center have liability/accident insurance?  

How does the staff discipline the children?  How do staff and parents 

exchange information? 

 

3. LOOK AT THE FACILITIES.  Are they safe and sanitary?  Is there 

ample room for indoor and outdoor play and rest?  Are there enough 

stimulating toys for the number of children – blocks, art, housekeeping, 

books, table toys, puzzles, puppets, etc.? 

 

4. OBSERVE THE STAFF.  Are there enough adults to adequately care for 

the children?  What discipline techniques do they actually use?  Do they 

show respect for each child?  Do they challenge and stimulate the 

children’s creativity, language skills, social skills, intellectual skills? 

 

5. OBSERVE THE CHILDREN.   Are most of the children actively involved 

in their work/play?  Are they comfortable with each other?  Is there a 

balance of active and quiet, restful work going on?  

 

6. LISTEN TO YOUR FEELINGS.  Are you comfortable in this setting?  

Do you feel confidence in the staff?  Do you feel your child’s needs  will 

be adequately met?  Do you feel your child will be safe?  Will you feel at 

ease to leave your child here and be able to concentrate on your own 

work? 

 
*Child care certification files are public record and parents are invited to review 

files for any concerns about a provider’s child care program.  An appointment to 

review a provider’s file can be scheduled with at least a 2 day notice.

FOR YOUR INFORMATION…WHAT IS…? 
 

 

WISCONSIN STATE LAW (48.65):  No person shall for 

compensation, provide care and supervision for four or more children 

under the age of seven for less than 24 hours a day unless he obtains a 

license to operate a day care center from the Department. 

 

COUNTY CERTIFIED:  A person who has met the minimum 

requirements to provide child care for a maximum of three children 

under the age of seven, not including the provider’s own children:  

(Under certain circumstances, up to 6 children may be accepted.  

Contact Human Services for more information.) 

a) Minimum of 15 hours of child care training. 

b) Minimum of two home visits by the county agency. 

c) Health forms and references on file. 

 

STATE LICENSED FAMILY DAY CARE:  A person who cares for 

eight or less children and has met Health and Family Services’ rules 

and regulations: 

a) Minimum of 40 hours specialized training. 

b) Meets health, safety, and program requirements. 

c) Licensing visit every six months. 

 

STATE LICENSED GROUP DAY CARE:  A day care center that cares 

for nine or more children and has met Health and Family Services’ rules 

and regulations: 

a) Primary child care worker has attended a minimum of 80 hours 

of specialized training and other staff a minimum of 40 hours. 

b) Meets health, safety, and program requirements. 

c) Licensing every two years.
