a. All scholarship application forms and letters of recommendation must be received in the
UW-Extension Office, 650 Forest Avenue, Sheboygan Falls, W1 53085, by March 1.

b. Final selection and awarding of the scholarship will be made by the Sheboygan County 4-H
Alumni Association.

c. Scholarship recipients will be notified in early April. Award will be presented at the Alumni
Banquet in May.

d. After recipient has been selected, recipients must show proof of acceptance by the school of
choice.

e. Scholarship will be paid directly to the school in the name of the recipient.
