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Medford has a Mayor-Council type of government, which has a reputation for progressive public 

administration.  The day-to-day operations of the municipal government are run by a full-time 

Coordinator, Clerk, Treasurer, and Department Heads. 

 

The Villages of Gilman, Lublin, Rib Lake and Stetsonville have elected Presidents and Boards of 

Trustees.  Municipal services include the maintenance of codes and ordinances, law enforcement, 

streets, water, sewer, utilities, public library, parks and recreation activities, economic 

development assistance and fire protection. 

 

Taylor County is governed by a Board of Supervisors elected for two-year terms from each of the 

seventeen districts.  County services include the maintenance of public records, account system, 

law enforcement, county highways, airport, parks and forests, environmental health, zoning, 

conservation issues, education, court system, health services, emergency government, veteranõs 

counseling, social services, enhanced 911 emergency system.

ELECTRICITY & NATURAL GAS  

Medford Electric Utility (a municipal agency) buys its 

power from Xcel Energy with a current capacity of 

56,000 kw.  Xcel Energy also provides service to Gilman, 

Stetsonville, and Rib Lake; Taylor, Price or Jump River 

Electric Cooperatives serve the rural areas which 

purchase their electricity from Dairyland Power 

Cooperative. 
 

Natural gas is distributed in Taylor County by WE 

Energies of Milwaukee.  The 3-inch line provides varying 

pressure from 300 to 800 pounds. 

 

 

 

HIGHWAYS  

Major highways in Taylor County are Highways 13 and 

64 into Medford and Highways 73 and 64 at Gilman.  

State Highway 102 serves Rib Lake.  State Highways 73 

and 13 run north and south connecting to Highway 29, 

and 64 runs east and west.  248 miles of county highway 

complete a high quality secondary road network 

connecting local communities to the county seat ñ 

Medford. 

 

RAIL  

Served by a branch of the Canadian National Railroad, 

which extends from Medford, south to a connection 

with the main line at Spencer, Wisconsin.  A main line 

also travels through Lublin and Gilman with possibilities 

for sidetrack spurs. 

 

AIR SERVICE 

Three miles southeast of Medford is the Taylor County 

Airport.  It has an East/West primary runway that is 

6,900' long by 75' wide with MIRL's (High to Medium 

Intensity Runway Lights), PAPI's (Precision Approach 

Path Indicators) and REIL's (Runway End Identifier 

Lights) with a GPS approach. 

 

There is a 4,400' by 75' North/South runway with 

MIRL's, PAPI's and REIL's with an NDB nonpartisan 

approach.  The airport also has an AWOS (Automated 

Weather Observation System) that is located on the 

airfield to provide current and forecasted weather.  

Business hours are from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Monday 

through Friday or after hours by call in.  The airport 

now carries 24 hour pay at the pump service for 100LL 

and Jet A. 

 

Car rental apron request along with a large tie down 

area, and a ramp capable of accommodating 50,000 LB 

aircraft.  There is also a computerized weather briefing/

flight planning service available. 

  

TAXI  

The Medford Taxi Service serves the area six days a 

week.  Two cabs and one wheelchair equipped van are 

available. 

 

TRUCKING  

Five major local truck lines serve Taylor Countyõs 

industries, together with numerous independent 

haulers.
