CLUB OFFICER TIPS 
 
Most clubs have elected new club officers.  The club officer team can play a big role in setting the pace of the club for the 
coming year.  One thing officers can do is learn about their new office and how to effectively carry out their new roles.  
This tip sheet was adapted from Clark County 2008  Newsletter. 
 
Duties of President and Vice President 

Preside at all the meetings 

Prepare and the meeting agenda with the Executive committee and committee chairman 

Make sure that the meeting place is ready 

Introduce and welcome guests 

Appoint and work with committees 

Arrange for elections of officers 

Serve as chairman of Executive committee 

Represent club at county or special occasions 

Lead officers and members in planning interesting programs 
Presidents and Vice Presidents work together to determine the specific duties that each will have in the club.  They 
should determine ñwho will do whatò from the following-as well as add any items that may be specific to your club. 
 
Duties of the Secretary 

Keep accurate minutes of all club meetings and the Executive Committee Meetings 

Keep a complete list of all members and call the roll 

Read letters to the club at meetings 

Write the clubôs letters 

Notify members when and where meetings will be by phone, postcard, or by person 

Serve on the Executive Committee 

Assist in deciding club goals and the annual club program 

Call meeting to order when both the president and vice president are absent 

Complete all clubs records and reports 
Accurate club records help maintain orderly business from one meeting to the next.  These books sere as historical 
documents.  Club secretaries and 4-H leaders need to determine what records are important to maintain. 
 
Duties of Treasurer 

Keep an accurate record of all money received by the club and money spent 

Make a report at each meeting including all money collected, all money spent and the balance of the treasury 

Pay bills only as voted upon by the club and with the approval of the leader 

Turn over funds and accurate records to the newly elected treasurer 
Club funds should be handled in a business-like way.  In some clubs the Executive committee establishes a club budget 
at the beginning of the year that guides the club in making financial decisions.  The president should appoint an auditing 
committee to review the books and make sure all in in proper order at the conclusion of the year. 
 
Club Reporter 
Report to the community what the club is doing by sending articles and pictures to locals newspapers and other media. 
 
Club Historian 
Keep records of groupôs accomplishments and activities for the year and organize a club scrapbook.  Scrapbook should 
be durable and written with future generations in mind. 
 
Club Photographer 
Tell your clubôs story with pictures.  Your pictures can appear in club scrapbook and local newspapers.
