Dear 4-H Club General Leader,

The 2009 Walworth County 4-H Drama Fest is set for Sunday, April 26, at the Elkhorn Area
Middle School in the cafeteria.

The event will begin at 1:00 p.m., and it will end with the final close of the curtain. A specific
schedule of performances will be sent to the play directors and general leaders as soon after the
entry deadline as is possible. Each club is limited to no more than two plays, and plays may not
last longer than 15 minutes.

Rehearsal time may be scheduled by calling the UW-Extension Office, 741-4951. Clubs may
reserve the cafeteria for 45 minutes total (90 minutes if they have two plays). The dates available
are Tuesday, April 21st, 4:00 p.m. — 9:00 p.m., Thursday, April 22nd, 4:00pm —-9:00pm and
Saturday, April 25th from 8:00am —12:00pm. Make your reservations early, as practice times fill
up quickly.

Plays MUST be directed by a screened, enrolled adult 4-H leader. Alternatively, a screened
adult volunteer MUST be present at all practices. Please list the director and/or a screened adult
volunteer on the entry form. We will not send information to a director who has not been
screened and who is not enrolled as a leader with our program for 2008.

You may bring props to the cafeteria and store them neatly against the wall on the dates of
rehearsal, April 21st, 23" and 25". ALL PROPS MUST BE REMOVED IMMEDIATELY
FOLLOWING YOUR PERFORMANCE ON APRIL 26. Make-up will be available the day of
performances.

As in the past, soda and chips will be available for purchase throughout the performance.

To enter this year's event, please return a completed entry form (one per play) by April 9.

NO late entries will be accepted for this event. A $10 per club fee is required. Checks should be
made payable to UWEX and mailed with the entry form. Additional entry forms may be
downloaded from our website at http://walworth.uwex.edu or by contacting the UW-Extension
Office.
