The Senior Camp Outpost is led by and
chaperoned by Waukesha County 4-H Adult VVolunteers.

4-H Summer Camps are directed by teams of volunteer Adult & Youth 4-H Leaders and by Maria Habib, the UW-
Extension 4-H Youth Development Educator.

Wilderness Camp - 12 - 15 years old, on a first come basis.
Senior Camp - 14 years old or older
Cost:  Junior and Wilderness Camp: For 4-H members - $82.00  For non 4-H members: $157.00 - if room available.
Senior Camp: Open to 4-H Members ONLY - $82.00
Cost for 4-H members includes $75/member grant from the Waukesha County 4-H Leaders’ Association.
Cost includes bus transportation, all meals, lodging, program fees, insurance and miscellaneous supplies.
Campers may wish to bring additional money for postcards or souvenirs at camp.
Registration:  All camp applications are accepted in the order received.
Deadline: Thursday, May 15, 2008. Waukesha County has a limit on the number of camper registrations. The quota
is often reached before the registration deadline. No late registrations will be accepted!
Behavior/Health Forms: A behavior agreement and health form will be sent after registration closes. These forms are also
available on the Waukesha County 4-H website. These forms must be completely filled out the parent, or guardian, and
are due by June 20, 2008. They may be sent to the 4-H office or turned in at the camp orientation. One person per form is
allowed, request additional forms, if needed, or make copies. DO NOT pack your medication(s). You will need to check
these in before boarding the bus.
