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Informational meetings on the new Farmers’ Health Cooperative of Wisconsin will be held in Waupaca and Outagamie Counties June 20-21.  The meetings will feature presentations on new health insurance plans now available for farm families and agribusinesses.  Much of the meeting time will be devoted to open discussion based on questions from the audience. 

The Farmers’ Health Cooperative of Wisconsin (FHCW) was created earlier this year just for farmers and self-employed agribusinesses in Wisconsin to gain leverage in the health insurance market.  Because farming is considered a hazardous occupation, premiums have become too expensive for many farms.  Estimates suggest 15-20% of all farms have no health insurance, while 30% or more purchase only major medical coverage for catastrophic injury or illness.  Many others resort to off-farm employment for coverage, but may be surprised to learn their policy doesn’t provide full coverage, especially claims related to farm accidents.  While Co-op Health Care itself is not new, FHCW is the first of its kind dedicated to serving Wisconsin farmers and agribusiness.
