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Greg Blonde, Waupaca County UW-Extension Agriculture Agent and Bruce Bushweiler, Waupaca County Land/Water Conservationist, invite farmers and agribusinesses to attend a summer field/demonstration on Thursday, August 9th.  The event begins with lunch at 11:30 a.m. (sponsored by the Waupaca County Forage Council), followed by updates from area agronomists, including a discussion on tips for managing manure applications on alfalfa, as well as no-till corn.

Demonstrations will inlcude a simulated manure spill, how to properly contain it, and of course how to clean it up.  According to Blonde, “as past events in other counties have shown, manure spills can and do happen.  But, if handled properly, environmental impact and producer liability can be limited.”  DNR staff will also be on hand to discuss spill reporting requirements, including implications for neighboring landowners and even local governments.  Since old unused wells can also serve as a direct path for manure spills or run-off to contaminate groundwater, materials and procedures for abandoning old wells will also be demonstrated, including cost-share information.
