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Greg Blonde, Wauapca County UW-Extension Agriculture Agent says, “many corn fields are further along this year, which means corn silage season will likely be earlier than normal as well.  Fields affected by drought or hail damage may also be good candidates for corn silage.  Knowing the moisture content of the entire corn plant is absolutely critically to maximize silage yield and quality.”

A corn silage “Dry-Down” will be held on Wednesday, August 15 at the Larsen Coop feed center in Weyauwega and the Fox Valley Technical College Center in Clintonville.  Whole corn plants can be brought to either site between 10:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. for moisture analysis.
