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ManureTech 2007, North America’s largest manure-focused farm show and educational event, comes home to Wisconsin August 21 at the USDA-Dairy Forage research Center on Hwy 78 in Prairie du Sac, WI.


“What makes the field day unique is not only the focus on manure” notes UW Extension’s Kevin Erb, “but the field demonstrations of all types of manure agitation and application equipment. Unlike a typical farm show, we encourage equipment companies to get the equipment dirty in the field so farmers and commercial applicators can compare different types side by side,” he added.

Field activities start at 8:30 a.m. with head to head comparisons of manure pit agitators, followed by a confined space rescue demonstration at the farmstead site.  Afternoon field demonstrations include solid spreaders, manure tankers and dragline injectors.  Hose reel carts and compost turners round out mid-afternoon demonstrations.
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A live action manure spill response demonstration will cap the field activities at 3:30 p.m. SouthCentral Regional DNR Spill Response coordinator Ted Amman notes that these live action demonstrations help farmers become prepared for a release.

“Manure flows faster than you would expect.  By demonstrating a variety of methods, such as tillage, creating a dam with a manure spreader and waste feed, or plugging a culvert, farmers walk away with a solid picture of what it takes to keep a small problem from becoming a big one.”  Ted Amman says.
