2008 Sheep Management 
WisLine Program  
The annual Sheep Management teleconference 
series in 2008 will be January 3, February 7, and 
March 6 from 7:30p.m. to 9:00p.m. at WisLine 
sites at the Extension Offices. 

 
The January 3 program is for those raising sheep and those 
considering raising sheep to consider the question ñWhy do I raise 
sheep?ò 
 
The February 7 program will feature a discussion of the new Livestock 
Risk Protection-Lamb (LRP-L) program by Paul Rodgers, Deputy 
Director for Policy with the American Sheep Industry Association.  
Wisconsin is one of 26 states approved to pilot this new program. 
 
The March 6 program will discuss enterprise budgets for sheep 
operations and evaluate the profit potential of sheep.  The discussion 
will be led by Dave Thomas, UW-Madison Sheep Extension Specialist. 
 
Sheep Management WisLine programs are provided as a service of 
UW-Extension, Cooperative Extension and the UW-Madison, 
Department of Animal Sciences, and are hosted by Dave Thomas, 
Sheep Extension Specialist.  The WisLine system provides two-way 
voice communications between the speakers and listeners from 
participating County Extension Offices in Wisconsin and are free to the 
public. Additional program information, including handouts, will be 
available at your County Extension Office or the following website 
www.uwex.edu/ces/animalscience/sheep starting in late December 
2007.

This yearôs topic is Animal Health Products.  All trainings begin at 
7:00p.m. and end around 9:00p.m. 
 
These train-the-advisor sessions are for anyone interested in teaching 
or facilitating the MAQA program to help youth livestock exhibitors in 
beef, sheep and swine learn how to produce a safe and wholesome 
product.  It is encouraged that counties form a team of educators to 
conduct this program in their county.  This train-the-advisor sessions 
are for UW Extension Faculty, Agri-Science and Vo-Tech Instructors, 
Veterinarians, Project Leaders, parents or any interested volunteer. 
 
In 2008 this trainings is required  for Extension personnel, Veterinarians 
and Agriculture Education Instructors in order to teach youth and have 
access to the database. 
 
Volunteers need to attend a training conducted by the Youth Livestock 
Specialist at least once every 3 years; otherwise trained  extension 
agents, and Agriculture Education Instructors can update them the 
other years through a county training.  Agents, Agriculture Education 
Instructors and veterinarians also have to attend a training at least once 
every 3 years conducted by the Youth Livestock Specialist.  It is highly 
encouraged to attend trainings frequently as the activities and material 
change each year.

A sample 
activity will be done at the All County 4 -H Leaders Meeting in 
January, along with an overview of ALL of the activities.   This will 
be the time clubs can sign out activities for spring. 
 

 

4-H Fun Day Needs YOU!  
4-H Fun Day is back!  But help is needed from 
BOTH OLDER YOUTH AND ADULTS.  A few 

volunteers have stepped up to help organize, but more 
are needed.  What is definitely needed are Fun Day 
Session Leaders .  Session leaders are responsible for 

organizing and planning the Fun Day sessions.  They purchase most or 
all of the necessary supplies for their sessions that are reimbursed. A 
description of the session is given to the Extension Office.  Session 
Leaders instruct the youth during the 75-minute time period allotted, 
and are encouraged to recruit an assistant (another adult or older 
youth) for teaching the class.  This would be a GREAT educational 
opportunity for 4 -H committees to reach members in their 
projects.
