Well-Abandonment Project Update

Winnebago County 4-H is teaming up with the Land and —
Water Conservation Department (LWCD) to find old, out

-of-service wells that need to be properly sealed. This = =
process is necessary to protect small animals and —
children from danger and to prevent our groundwater

from being contaminated. 4-H members who discover

and report abandoned wells will receive a reward of

$20 per well for their clubs.

How might you find an out-of-service well? Most commonly, wells are
put out of service when a new well is constructed on the same property.
Also, out-of-service wells are often found beneath old, deteriorating
windmills or where a building has been destructed. Finally, private
wells need to be sealed off if a property is being connected to a
community water system.

Through this program, the owner of any well that is abandoned will

receive 70% of the cost to properly seal the well, up to $1,000. All

privately-owned wells in Winnebago County are eligible for this

progr am. All you need is the | andowner s per mi
project paperwork.
