4-H Age:  Age on January 1 of the current 4-H year. 
 

4-H Board of Directors :  The board provides leadership for county policy-making, assures the 4-H Leader Organization is in compliance 
with county, state, and federal policies, and develops the annual budget.  Adult members are elected to a 3-year term, youth 
members to a 1-year term, by youth and adult leaders at the Annual Leadersô Recognition Banquet in October 

 

4-H Leadersô Association:  All adult and youth leaders are members and are welcomed to attend the meetings which are the last 
Tuesday in January, April, and September.  Attendance by the 4-H Board of Directors, one representative from each club and 
committee is encouraged.  The 4-H Leadersô Association is designed to promote youth development opportunities by conducting 
educational offerings, support volunteer education, and raise funds to support 4-H programs.  Attendees learn about current 
happenings in the 4-H program and make decisions for the county 4-H program.   

 

4-H Year:  October 1st - September 30th. 
 

Cloverbuds :  Youth who are in 5 year old Kindergarten through 2nd grade.  Cloverbuds sample a wide variety of projects and 
experiences that are appropriate to their age and development level.. 

 

Expo Grounds/Sunnyview Expo Center :  The Expo Grounds is located at 500 E. County Road Y, Oshkosh.  Many 4-H events take place there 
including Pizza Making, animal weigh-in, horse shows & clinics.  This is also where the Winnebago County Fair is held. 

 

Extension Office :  The office where 4-H is located at 625 E Cty Rd Y, Oshkosh.  Meetings that list Extension Office as a site mean the buildingð
James P. Coughlin Center (JPCC). 

 

Graduation :  4-H members graduate one year past high school or at the end of ñgradeò 13.  Members may request early graduation in the year of 
their high school graduation.  Requests are due to the Extension Office by July 31st. 

 

James P. Coughlin Center (JPCC) :  The building in which the Extension Office is located at 625 E. County Road Y, Oshkosh.  JPCC often notes 
meeting location. 

 

Junior Leader or Youth Leader :  An older member who helps adult leaders teach younger members about a project, helps plan a program/activity, 
or takes on other leadership responsibilities. 

 

4-H News and Views :  The bi-monthly county 4-H Newsletter sent to all 4-H families keeping members and leaders up to date on 4-H activities. 
 

Project :  4-H members select one or more subjects to learn about during the year.  Usually results in fair exhibits.  Projects may be taken one year to 
explore a subject, or if taken repeatedly can result in very high knowledge, skill level, and mastery. 

 

Record Book :  The ñtoolò to plan and record 4-H learning and leadership experiences from throughout the 4-H year.  The record book includes forms 
to complete for the overall 4-H experience as well as project specific forms.  Members may include pictures, clippings, or other items collected 
from the 4-H year.  Record books are due to clubs in August/September and the to Extension Office in September.  Awards are given to those 
with ñOUTSTANDINGò record books.

All 4 -H leaders (organizational, activity, project, county key leaders), youth leaders in a project or activity, or youth enroll ed in youth 
leadership are members of the Winnebago County 4 -H Leadersô Association.

EMBLEM 
The first 4-H emblem was a three-leaf clover, introduced 
sometime between 1907 and 1908.  The three "H's" 
represented head, heart and hands.  In 1911, at a meeting 
of club leaders in Washington, a fourth "H" representing 
health was added and the current 4-H four-leaf clover 
emblem was approved.  It is protected by the U.S. 
Congress and itôs a federal offense to misuse the clover. 

 
 

THE FOUR HôS 
The four Hôs stand for Head, Heart, Hands, and Health.  
These four Hôs represent the four-fold training and 
development in which members participate.  This meaning 
of the four Hôs is clearly given in the pledge below.

Cloverbud Day Camp :  Held in July.  A two-day camp with an optional overnight.  Provides an opportunity for Cloverbuds to learn many new things and 
interact with older 4-H member counselors. 

 
Summer Camp :  Held at Camp Upham Woods, located near Wisconsin Dells in July.  Open to any youth, 3rd - 8th grade as of January 1.  A 4-day 

resident summer camp.  Outpost camp, a more rustic camping experience for youth grades 6th-8th, is also available.  Outpost and regular camp 
activities are led by youth counselors with adult oversight.  Counselors must be at least 14 years old.  Volunteer adult chaperone positions are 
available. 

 
Speaking & Demonstration Contest :  Held in Spring.  Open to all youth interested in preparing and giving a speech and/or demonstration.  Youth are 

judged on speaking and communication skills. 
 
Officer Training :   Held in fall open to 4-H club officers and adult leaders.  Training topics include planning a business meeting, parliamentary procedure, 

individual officer responsibilities, adding FUN into 4-H meetings, teamwork, club program planning, and valuable leadership and communication 
skills. 

 
Annual Leaders Recognition Banquet :  Held in October.  This family-focused dinner and program is held to recognize all adult volunteers for their 

years of service and award the Friend of 4-H, Friend in 4-H, Winnebago County 4-H Alumni, Volunteer of the Year, and other special awards.  The 
4-H Board of Directors election is also held.   

 
Winnebago County Fair :  Sponsored by the Winnebago County Fair Association and held in August.  Youth have the opportunity to participate by 

bringing a public display of exhibits completed throughout the year.  Exhibits are evaluated by an accredited judge and awarded Blue, Red, White, 
or Pink ribbons.  Focus is on youth accomplishmentsðthings learned, made, grown, or raised.  Entry forms are available in May and due in June. 

 
Fundraisers  (Operated by the leaders, members and parents with 100% of profit supporting 4-H programming): 
 4-H Dipper:   The 4-H Food Stand at the Winnebago County Fair.  Each club works at least one shift during the County Fair.  Small clubs combine 

to provide workers.  Youth learn about public service, relating to the public, business, a sense of value from their contribution through 
collecting, making, and distributing food orders to customers 

There are many county opportunities for youth, adults, and families to participate in.  This is a sampling.   
Read the 4 -H newsletter, ñ4-H News & Viewsò or check out the website for more opportunities. 

NOTE: Many 4-H opportunities are open to all  youth, not just 4-H members.  Invite friends and/or family to attend so they can experience what 
4-H is all about! 

Winnebago County 4 -H Events & Activities  

Pizza Sale:   The county's primary fundraising project.  Members take orders and actually make the pizzas they sell.  Pizza sales are 
held in the spring (March/April) and fall (November).  Profits are used to support county 4-H educational programs and 
rebates are given to clubs who participate. 



4-H Winter Leadership Camp:  For middle school youth to improve leadership skills focusing on teamwork, communication, decision-making, and planning 
and organizing through hands-on, interactive workshops.  Participants are expected to apply skills learned in their club, county, school or in another 
leadership role. 
 
WI 4-H & Youth Conference:  Held in June on the UW-Madison Campus for youth in grades 8th-10th.  Delegates experience campus living, attend tours, 
workshops and assemblies with other Wisconsin 4-H youth.   
 
State Fair:  Members display items that received a State Fair award at previous yearôs County Fair.  Animal project members can show animals if interested.  
All 4-H members have the opportunity to participate in State Fair Action Center, Demonstrations, Music & Drama Festival, and Clothing Revue. 

There are also numerous opportunities beyond the county level.   
Keep your options open and 4 -H can take you to places you never imagined!  

Out of County Opportunities  

Many opportunities exist for adults and youth (starting at about age 14) to participate in international experiences.  You may travel or host a student (for a 
couple weeks or months).  Most travel opportunities have a January application deadline.  Hosting programs occur throughout the year, especially summer.

National Educational Opportunities  

Space Camp:  For 6th-8th graders to complete a simulated Space Shuttle mission in Huntsville, Alabama, held in spring. 
 
American Spirit:  For 8th-10th graders to learn about our American Heritage by traveling out East organized by Washington County. 
 
Citizenship-Washington Focus:  Held at the National 4-H Center in Maryland in summer.  CWF is a citizenship and personal development conference.  This 
week-long trip includes visiting historical sites, government buildings, legislators, and Gettysburg.  Targets Sophomores through Seniors. 
 
National 4-H Congress:  Held in Atlanta in November.  4-Hers are selected by their county to represent Wisconsin based on significant county level youth 
leadership contributions.  This is a recognition and educational event targeting Juniors and Seniors. 
 
National 4-H Conference:  Held at the National 4-H Center in Maryland in spring.  National Conference is an opportunity to work with 4-H members, leaders, 
and staff from throughout the country to make suggestions for future 4-H programming.  Targets Juniors and Seniors. 
 
National 4-H Dairy Conference:  Held in Madison in October.  For 4-H dairy members with strong participation (for at least 3 years) and interest in the dairy 
project.  Youth must be in grades 10-12 during the program.
