Did you know . . .  
 

4-H is the youth development part of University 
of Wisconsin-Extension.  So, when you 
participate in 4-H, you are part of the UW 
System! 

 

The 4-H pledge: ñI pledge my 
head to clearer thinking, my heart 
to greater loyalty, my hands to 
larger service, my health to better 
living for my club, my community, 
my country, and my world.ò 

 

The four ñHôsò represent the four 
points of the pledge: clearer 
thinking (head), greater loyalty 
(heart), larger service (hands), 
and better living (health). 

 

4-H is open to anyone regardless of race, 
color, creed, sex, national origin, or disability. 

 

Today 4 -H is for everyone!   Boys and girls in 
cities can enjoy 4-H as much as youth in the 
country.  Over half of 4-H participants now live 
in larger cities, over one fourth live in towns 
and rural areas, and less than one fourth live 
on farms. 

This year 4-H will reach about 250,000 
Wisconsin youth from all 72 counties. 

 

Middle and high school 4-H members have a 
world of 4-H opportunities.  Many teens are 
youth staff at 4-H camps.  About 700 teens 
exchange ideas and make new friends each 

June during Wisconsin 4-H and 
Youth Conference at UW-Madison.  
Many enjoy 4-H educational trips to 
Washington D.C. and exchanges 
with 4-H families in other states.  
Some travel overseas for a 4-H 
international experience. 
 

About 27,000 adult and youth 
volunteers will give their time and 
talent to 4-H this year.  The average 
volunteer donates over 200 hours 

each year to 4-H. 
 

Nationally nearly 6.8 million youth participate in 
4-H, led by nearly 600,000 4-H adult and youth 
volunteer leaders. 

 

4-H alumniðall the participants who have 
enrolled in 4-H in the United States since its 
beginningðnow total 50 million.

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4-H grade is determined as of October 1, 

2009. 

4-H age is determined as of January 1, 2010 . 

Youth who are at least 5 years old and in 
Kindergarten through 2nd grade (as of October 

1, 2009) enroll as Cloverbuds . 

Youth in grades 3-13 select from a variety of 
projects. 

Youth who are home schooled will participate 
in 4-H in their declared grade.  A grade must 
be listed. 

 

Youth are automatically members for one (1) 
year beyond high school graduation.  Members 
may request early graduation following high 
school graduation. 

Enrollment is made through local 4-H clubs.  
All members (new and re-enrolling) MUST 
complete an enrollment form and return it to 
the ORGANIZATIONAL LEADER of their club 
in October or early November.  These 
enrollment forms are submitted by the 
Organizational Leader to the Extension Office 
by the third Thursday of November 
(Thursday, November 19, 2009).   

 
 

New Members  and New Leaders  should turn 
their enrollment forms to their local 
Organizational Leader as soon as they have 
decided to join a club. 

New member enrollment forms are accepted at 
anytime, but are due the last Friday in March  
(March 26) to show at the 2010 Winnebago 
County Fair.   New members will be assessed 
the $1.00 per project fee. 

Re-enrolling members or leaders who do NOT 
return their form by December 15 will be 
moved to inactive status.  You will be taken off 
4-H membership lists and not receive 4-H 
mailings until the re-enrollment form is received 
by the UW-Extension Office. 

 

Any re-enrolling member  who does not have 
his/her enrollment form in by February 1 OR 
any member who wishes to add projects after 
that date, is subject to a $10.00 late fee, plus 
the $1.00 per project fee. 

 

After April 1,  no project changes will be 
allowed.  New members may still join, but are 
not eligible to show at the Winnebago County 
Fair.  Fees will be waved for new members 
who join after the April 1 deadline. 

COST:  Members pay $1.00 per project in 
which they enroll.  There are no county dues to 
join 4-H.  Local 4-H clubs may charge dues.  
Check with the club for details. 

Wisconsin has two statements about 4-H membership, intended to provide consistency to the way young 
people identify themselves with counties and how they are selected for out-of-county competitive events.  
For policy purposes, 4-H membership is defined as having an individual enrollment form on file/entered 
in the computer membership database at the county Extension Office.  Policies are effective as of 
October 1, 1996. 
 

Membership Policy #1  -- ñYouth may not hold 4-H membership in more than one county/state at the 
same time.ò  This simply requires that they only hold 4-H membership in a single county at any given 
time. 

 

Membership Policy #2  -- ñYouth must qualify for participation in district, state or national 4-H 
competitions through their county of membership.ò  Members must be selected as representatives of 
only their county of membership, regardless of the location of the qualifying experience. 

WHO CAN JOIN 4-H? 

4-H MEMBERSHIP 

(Effective October 1, 2009 ðSeptember 30, 2010)  
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WINNEBAGO COUNTY 4-H CLOVERBUDS 

LEADERS 
Any interested adult may apply to be a 4-H volunteer leader in Winnebago County.  Leaders 
must enjoy working with youth, sharing their knowledge and enthusiasm for learning, and having 
fun.  Each year leaders complete an enrollment form which includes a volunteer behavior 
expectation statement.  A Department of Justice background check is also done and is re -
checked every 4 years while you are a leader.  
 

The University of Wisconsin-Extension 4-H Program, as a long-time educational youth program, 
is very proud of its excellent record of providing a safe and healthy environment for all its 
members.  All individuals who enroll as new leaders must a attend New 4 -H Volunteer 
Orientation.   This program ensures that every adult volunteer working with 4-H youth has 
received basic training in the 4-H program, understanding young people, youth protection 
practices, and teaching strategies.   
 

HOW TO SELECT 4-H PROJECTS 
What is a project?   4-H members sign up for a project area.  Some of the most popular project 
areas are visual arts, dairy, and photography.  Throughout the year, the goal is for youth to 
participate in a series of learning experiences.  These experiences are designed to help youth 
learn more about that topic area.  One way to know how much the youth learned is by making an 
item and having it judged at the Winnebago County Fair in August. 
 

4-H members . . .  First, make a list of the things you like to do or want to learn more about.  
Share your list with your parents, leaders, and friends.  They may recognize some special things 
you are good at that you donôt even realize you do well.  Compare your list with the projects 
described in this guide.  Ask yourself if you have the equipment, money, and time to do the 
projects that sound interesting.  Also consider if there is leader support for a project.  Leaders 
who have identified themselves as a county resource are listed before the project area.  You may 
also want to check with your club if there is leader support.  If there isnôt leader support, you will 
be responsible for your own learning experience. 
 

4-H leaders . . .  If you are a 4-H adult or youth leader, there are project code numbers just for 
you.  You will be provided literature to help guide your experience.  If a project doesnôt offer 
leader literature, you may request member literature by clearly noting the request, including 
which literature piece(s), on the enrollment form. 

Cloverbuds are members who are at least 
5 years old and in Kindergarten through 2

nd
 

grade as of October 1, 2009.  Youth enroll 
only in Cloverbuds (Code 10351-10353, 
depending on grade; see page 12).   

 

Cloverbud programs will be available at the 
county level including Day Camp 
(Summer) and Cloverbud Blast (Fall).  
More county events may be added.  Some 
local clubs provide educational 

experiences for Cloverbuds; 
check with your club for 
details. 

 

Please note that according to      
Wisconsin 4-H Youth 
Development Policies, ñTo 
exhibit animals at any public 
event as a 4-H member, youth must be in 
at least 3

rd
 grade during the current 4-H 

year.ò
