I believe one of the biggest stumbling blocks to 

using price risk management tools is many people 

feel like they got burned sometime.  You cash 

forward contracted wheat at $3.50 and it went up to 

$7.  You didn‟t lock in a portion of your milk at $14 

and now it‟s $10.  You had to call the banker to 

come up with a bunch of money to make a margin 

call, ouch!  In this issue you will find basic 

information about price risk management and 

upcoming risk management events.  Every year new 

tools are being added to the toolbox.  It takes a little 

time to get comfortable with new tools, but it is safe 

to say those tools that work are those that you keep 

around.

With uncertain and volatile milk and feed prices, there is a greater need 
for effective risk management strategies that can control producer‟s 
price risks, according to Victor Cabrera, University of Wisconsin-
Madison Assistant Professor/UW-Extension Dairy Management Spe-
cialist.

diameter (pencil diameter in size) and found growing off the trunk and 
main branches.  These have the best vigor.   
 
To keep the scions in a dormant condition after collecting and until 
needed, store them in moistened newspaper, wrapped in a plastic bag 
and stored in a refrigerator at 35 to 39 degrees.  Remove any other fruit 
or vegetables from the refrigerator prior to scion storage as these can 
impact the viability of the scion.

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Crop Insurance Types of Policies: 

In 2007, among neighboring states, Wisconsin had a relatively low 
percentage of insured acres with 64% of corn, 70% of soybeans, and 
41% of wheat.  Illinois was similar with 78% of corn, 71% of soybeans, 
and 47% of wheat insured.  Minnesota had the highest insurance rates 
around with 91% of  corn, 93% of soybeans, and 91% of wheat.   
 
In Wisconsin, Crop Revenue Coverage was the most popular type of 
policy at 61.6% of insured corn acres and 71.7% of insured soybean 
acres.  The most popular coverage levels are 70% and 75%.  This type 
of insurance is more commonly used on larger operations.       
 
Actual Production History yield protection is the next most popular type.  
It is less expensive than CRC and is more popular on smaller farms.  
The most common levels selected are CAT in corn or 65% yield 
protection.   
 
Data from 1995 to 2007 shows farms in Wisconsin more often “win”, 
that is receive indemnity payments beyond premium price, than other 
states in the Midwest.  This is especially true in the north and in 
soybeans.

Deadline now April 17th 



Signup is underway now for the 2009 Direct and Counter-Cyclical Pay-
ment (DCP) Program.  Winnebago County producers should call for an 
appointment to signup now.  The deadline is June 1, 2009.  There is a 
22% advance payment with the final payment being made in October of 
2009.  DCP participants can cancel their contracts to sign up for an-
other program which was also part of the 2008 Farm Bill.  Congress 
passed two commodity programs into law in spring of 2008, the DCP 
program listed above and the Acreage Crop Revenue Election (ACRE) 

Program.   

 

ACRE is a component of the farm bill safety net that protects against 
crop revenue shortfalls resulting from price and/or production declines 
at state and farm levels.  Signup in ACRE is an irrevocable election 
from the date of election through the 2012 crop year and all producers 
on a farm must agree.  There is also a 20% reduction in the direct pay-
ments and a 30% reduction in crop loan rates.  Payments are driven by 
national average market prices and that is all we know at this time.  As 
of the date of this article we have not received the details or the author-
ity to take any signups for the ACRE Program.  We will inform you when 
we receive training and are authorized to take sign-ups for ACRE.  The 
UW Extension Service has agreed to print that notification in this news-
letter and we will also print it in the FSA newsletters, news releases, 
etc. Informational meetings will be held to explain the details of the new 

program, so watch for more news in the near future. 

MILK INCOME LOSS CONTRACT PROGRAM (MILC)  

The MILC program compensates dairy producers when domestic milk 
prices fall below a specified level.  The 2008 Farm Bill authorized the 
MILC program through September 30, 2012.  Sign-up started on De-
cember 22, 2008 and continues through the conclusion of the program.  
Payments are based on a monthly basis when the Boston Class I milk 
falls below $16.94 per cwt.  It pays 45% of the difference of the baseline 
price and the current monthly market price.  The program adjusts up-
ward when the National Average Dairy Feed Ration is greater than 
$7.35.  Participants must select a start month for FSA to begin issuing 
the payments.  Winnebago County milk producers should call the FSA 

office for more details and to signup.

Winnebago County SAFE (State Acres for Wildlife Enhancement)  Con-
servation Reserve Program is still accepting offers in the Towns  of 
Poygan, Winneconne, Rushford, Omro, and Nepeuskun.  Acres ac-
cepted into SAFE can be planted to a variety of grassland and wetland 
habitat types that meets both the goals of the GHRA (Glacial Habitat 
Restoration Area) and the goals of the landowner. Whole cropland 
fields, portions of fields, or critical areas of fields may be offered.  Eligi-
ble land for SAFE CRP enrollment is any cropland that was planted to 
an agricultural commodity (corn, soybeans, wheat, et al) at least 4 of 
the 6 years between 1996 and 2001. 
 
Applications for enrollment will be continuous and ongoing from May 1, 
2008 until the goal of 2,250 acres is reached. Current enrollment 
stands at approximately 475 acres. USDA‟s Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) will take your application, determine eligibility, and determine the 
annual per acre rental rate. Once your offer is accepted, a 10 to 15 year 
contract (your choice) will be developed. USDA‟s  Natural Resources 
Conservation Service (NRCS) will help you plan the  installation and 
management of your SAFE habitat project. Up to 90% of the eligible 
costs of installing and maintaining your project can be cost-shared by 
the USDA.

Annual Certification Reminder  

To FPP Participants, 

This letter is to remind you to schedule your appointment for your Farm-
land Preservation Program (FPP) tax credit.  Tax credits for tax year 
2008 are available for those eligible landowners in compliance with the 
program.  Compliance is confirmed each year through the FPP Certifi-
cation Process, of which all of you should be very familiar.  Simply call 

in and schedule an appointment to complete your FPP certification. 

 

During the review, we will verify that the zoning certificate accurately 
reflects the parcels of land enrolled, and that they are zoned Exclusive 
Agriculture.  Some of you may have sold or rezoned part of your prop-
erty, and those changes must be recorded on your zoning certificate.  
We will also review your Conservation Plan, and record your 2009 crop-
ping plans.  This information is used to verify and monitor crop rotations 
agreed upon in the Conservation Plan.  This is the standard procedure 

used each year. 

 

Winnebago County requires landowners or their designated operators 
to complete the annual FPP Certification to be considered eligible for 
the tax credit, regardless if the Wisconsin Department of Revenue re-

quires a zoning certificate to be submitted with the tax form. 

 

The Farmland Preservation Program requires that landowners follow 
their conservation plan for the land enrolled in the program to be eligible 
for the FPP tax credit. Without completing the Annual FPP Certification, 
there‟s no documentation to verify landowners are in compliance with 
the Winnebago County Conservation Standards and eligible to receive 

the tax credit, should they be audited.
