I now believe this 
is one of the most important aspects of keeping a 
farm profitable.  Fortunately, Extension Specialists 
and experienced Ag Agents had already assembled 
an excellent education toolbox on risk management 
and marketing.  With the rapid price swings, many 
new education and risk management tools have 
been added in the past year.

Loan Deficiency Payments (LDP) 

And Falling Market Prices 

Winnebago County crop producers should watch market prices for the 
traditional commodity crops such as corn, soybeans, wheat and oats which 
have dropped dramatically over the last several weeks.  If markets 
continue to drop at the recent rate, there is certainly the possibility our 
office may get back into the LDP business on one or more of these crops.    
 
Producers must complete Page 1 of the CCC-633 EZ form filed PRIOR to 
losing beneficial interest (ownership) in a commodity in order to be eligible 
for any LDP benefits.  There would have to be an LDP rate in effect on the 
date beneficial interest is lost in order to receive a payment. 
 
To help farmers keep track of these rates, our office posts the ―Loan 
Deficiency Payment‖ (LDP) daily on our office phone system.  To hear 
these rates dial (920) 424-0329 and choose Option #7. 
 
If you believe that you think that you potentially could receive a payment, 
please call our office for an appointment to complete the paperwork.

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Emergency Conservation Program (ECP) 

Sign-Up Announced 

 
The Winnebago County Farm Service Agency (FSA) announced an 
official sign-up period for the Emergency Conservation Program (ECP) 
for producers that suffered flood damage to farmland during June.  ―An 
official sign-up period for Winnebago County which was affected by the 
June storms begins September 2, 2008,‖ stated Peter A. Peters, 
County Executive Director. ―The funding will provide producers funding 
for cost-sharing of repairs to farmland damaged by the flooding this 
spring.‖  
 
Producers who have already filed an application for the program in the 
FSA office do not need to contact the office again. Their applications 
will be processed with others received during the signup period. How-
ever, Winnebago County producers who have identified damage to 
farmland from the heavy rain and floods, but have not applied for assis-
tance must file an application at the FSA office by November 20, 2008. 
An application must be filed, and an onsite inspection completed by an 
FSA employee, prior to any work being started.  
 
The ECP funding is available to producers for cost-sharing of removal 
of farmland debris, grading, shaping, or re-leveling of severely dam-
aged farmland, restoring permanent fences and repairing conservation 
structures. 
  
To be eligible for the program, producers must have suffered at least 
$1,000 worth of damage and the damage so costly to repair, that with-
out Federal assistance, the land would not be  returned to productive 
agriculture. Damage must be unusual and not a frequently typical recur-
rence in the same area. The damage must also potentially affect the 
productivity capacity of the farmland, or would impair or endanger the 
land for eligibility considerations for assistance through the program. 
However, conservation issues existing prior to the disaster are not    
eligible for cost-share assistance. 
 
Winnebago County producers should call (920) 424-0329,  Ext. 2,      
for more information on eligibility requirements or how to apply.
