More than 52 4-H youth competed in the All-American Dairy Show Invitational Youth Dairy Judging Contest held Monday, Sept. 20, at the Pennsylvania Farm Show Complex and Expo Center in Harrisburg, Pa.

Participants individually placed 10 classes of dairy cows and heifers and defended their placings with 4 sets of oral reasons.

The 4-H team from Wisconsin took first place overall in what was a very close contest with only 5 points separating the top 4 teams.  The team members, all from Dane county, were Sara Harn, Lizi Endres, Cassie Endres and Abbey Wethal with Ami Cooper serving as an alternate for the team.  The group traveled with and was coached by Mitch Breunig and Eric Olstad.
The Wisconsin team members also placed well individually with Sara in 5th, Lizi in 8th, Cassie in 12th and Abbey in 13th place.  The team also took fourth place in the reasons category.  Individually in reasons Sara was 8th, Abbey was 9th and Lizi was 12th.
Team members also placed well in the individual breeds.  In the Ayrshire breed Cassie was 5th, Lizi was 6th and Abbey was 7th.  In Brown Swiss, Cassie was 9th.  In Holstein Abbey was 5th, Sara was 8th and Cassie was 10th.  In the Jersey breed Lizi was 2nd and Sara was 6th.

Additionally the team ranked 1st in Ayrshire, 3rd in Brown Swiss, 2nd in Holstein and 4th in Jersey.
