        The Oconto County Partnership asked the Marinette Partnership to join them in conducting 
a joint AODA Awareness Day.  Wally Hitt asked Menominee County to be part of it as we 
recently formed a Healthy Youth Coalition and had written a grant to hire a coordinator and had 
some funds for this purpose.  However, the new coordinator was expecting and had to be 
confined to bed two months before the birth and was off six weeks after, so we could not go with 
the March date as first planned.  We invited 600 students.  Having to change the date caused 
several problems resulting in a low turn out. 
 
          Twenty high school districts were invited, but only nine sent students and far fewer than 
expected.  It was the only date we could get for using the campus and it was just before high 
school exams and several schools have a policy of not allowing students to be excused in late 
May.  However, we did have about l00 teens and as the evaluation shows, they found it very 
beneficial.  The negative was that Oconto County had been running a successful Awareness 
Day for several years and joined with Marinette due to finances and students who had attended 
it in the past rightly said this was not as great.  Due to the low numbers most of the breakout 
sessions were canceled.  The grant money was used to help pay for the multi-media 
presentation which was selected as the main speaker. 
         
        The March l9, 2007 Awareness Day had l0 schools recruit 248 students and it was a great 
experience for the teens, from an excellent speaker to l3 great breakout sessions.  It was held at 
Stephenson High School in Menominee County, MI for Marinette and Menominee counties as 
Oconto decided to conduct their own.  Plans are to make it bigger and better for 2008, so the 
grant from the district helped to make this happen.
