As many of you are aware, the handling of county and district web pages is
moving from Contribute (Macromedia) to WordPress. Please review the
attached message from Greg Johll, Director of Technology Services
regarding the process of helping you move your county’s web presence
from Contribute to WordPress.

To facilitate this process, our district will be conducting a hands on training
at The Pyle Center computer lab on Friday, July 9th, from 9:00 a.m. — 1:30 p.
m. (including lunch). Lisa Linfield, Technology Services will be leading the
training focusing on the new County template. The lab has twenty
workstations. We are requesting that your county send two representatives
(support staff in charge of your webpage and agent/educator who has an
interest/experience in web design). If more than twenty participants register,
we will plan to double up on the workstation or encourage you to bring your
laptop computer.

As I mentioned both in a previous email and the Dean’s Wisline, we will begin the process of helping you move your county’s web presence from Contribute to WordPress next month. The big picture schedule is to begin with 2 already selected pilot test counties the week of  May 10.  Then the week of May 17 we will start the process of moving hopefully 3-4 counties per week through October.  At the end of October all county Contribute sites will have been redirected to their WordPress site and will no longer be accessible. 





 





Tony Roman will be sending a more detailed message that will have instructions on how to get in the queue for moving your site. In preparation for scheduling your move with Tony please identify a lead contact person who will work with us during this process. This person will need to have the authority for making decision on your web presence and be comfortable with WordPress.





 





During the week that you move your site, we will be focusing our resources on providing assistance to you, and will have one of my staff dedicated that week to working with you on the move. We will help you give thought to site organization and direct our resources towards helping you migrate your site.





 





Lisa Linfield is in the process of scheduling face-to-face training in each of the districts and we will also be conducting online and WisLine web training.  I believe we have many FYI users (which is WordPress) that can go earlier in the process which will allow those who want training to get it prior to the move.





 





Some things to keep in mind... The transition to WordPress is taking us from using methods and technologies that are about 10 years old (ancient in Internet time) and moving us to a current,  robust and flexible technological environment.  Because we are moving to a different framework and server there will not be a 1-1 exact move of the look and feel of the content of your site. Things will have to be done differently. Your main url of countyname.uwex.edu will move with your site, but deep links within your site will not.  Content that was internal only to your office (password protected) will not move.  That content will go into SharePoint when the new Coop Network is launched in late October.   There are no additional software costs moving to WordPress. You will be able to get rid of Contribute and use your web browser from anywhere to update your site.
